4. A.If the applicant is transferring to a college other than the one in which
he is currently enrolled, a copy of the letter of acceptance or
admission must be sent, OR

B. If the applicant is already enrolled in the school in which he plans
to continue study, a letter from the college must be sent stating
that the applicant is a student in good standing

All of the above information will be considered in determining the recipients
of the scholarship awards. If there is not sufficient space to answer any
guestion, attach a separate sheet of paper to the application. ALL
APPLICATIONS WILL BE HELD IN STRICT CONFIDENCE. A
personal interview may be requested at a later time. Scholarship recipients
may be asked to submit a photo for newspaper release.
