July 2023, where fully fledged international matches will take place, providing a great
opportunity for exposure for any potential sponsors of the club. The tournament
consists of seven European teams (Austria, Denmark, Germany, Ireland, Italy, Jersey,
Scotland) competing in a round robin format, with the top two countries qualifying for
the 2024 finals, to be played in the West Indies and USA.
