One day at the temple, people were
putting money in an offering box.

There was a widow giving all her money away.

A widow is someone who has lost their
husband and sometimes they do not have
much money. Why was she giving away all
her money?

Jesus told the disciples that they are to take
care of the widows, but instead the widow
was giving to the temple.

She gave all she had to the temple. She
gave more than anyone else because she
gave everything while others were just
giving spare change.
