TARA PEGASUS, PIANO

A Washington native, pianist Tara Pegasus received a bachelor’s degree 
in piano performance from the University of  Idaho and a master’s 
degree in piano performance from the University of  Washington. She 
studied with Robin McCabe, Jay Mauchley, and Leonard Richter and 
has performed in master classes with Emile Naoumoff, Tony Padilla, 
Logan Skelton, and Mahan Esfahani.

Since high school, Tara has been involved with theater, choir, and band/
orchestra productions. At the University of  Washington, she competed 
for and retained an assistantship as a Graduate Student Accompanist. 
She sang with and accompanied the UW Chamber Singers and worked 
with other choirs, instrumentalists, and vocalists, and in opera scene 
productions.

In 2006, she was a Division winner of  the MTNA young artist’s 
competition and represented the Northwest at the national level. 
She has performed with the Spokane Symphony, the University of  
Idaho Symphony, the Washington-Idaho Symphony, and is principal 
pianist with the Mid-Columbia Symphony and the Mid-Columbia 
Mastersingers.

KARL HEDLUND, TENOR

Karl E. Hedlund, tenor and Oklahoma native, is an active performer, 
teacher, vocal coach and choral conductor. As a performer, he has sung 
a wide variety of  roles from opera, operetta, oratorio and musical theater 
with such companies as Fulton City Theater, Light Opera Oklahoma, 
Mid-Columbia Musical Theater, Oklahoma City Lyric Theater, Opera 
in the Ozarks, Tulsa Opera and Yakima Opera. His solo performances 
include Bach’s Christmas Oratorio, Handel’s Messiah, Haydn’s Lord Nelson 
Mass, Hovhanness’ Magnifi cat, Mendelssohn’s Die Geburt Christi, Mozart’s 
Vesperae Solennes, Orff ’s Carmina Burana, Schubert’s Mass in A-Flat Major 
and Mass in G, Stainer’s Crucifi xion and Vaughan Williams’ Four Hymns. 

Mr. Hedlund’s credits on the opera stage include Ariadne auf  Naxos, 
La Boheme, Carmen, Don Giovanni, the United States premier of  House 
of  the Sun, Little Women, Orphée aux Enfers, Postcard from Morocco, Tales of  
Hoffmann, Il Trovatore and Die Zauberfl öte. He has also performed roles 
from many of  the Gilbert and Sullivan classics including H.M.S Pinafore, 
The Mikado, Pirates of  Penzance, Princess Ida and Trial By Jury. His musical 

theater credits include Aida, Bye Bye Birdie, The Diary of  Adam and Eve, Hello Dolly,  Jesus Christ Superstar, The Man Who 
Loved Cheese, Songs For A New World, Titanic, and of  course, OKLAHOMA. 

In the Pacifi c Northwest, Mr. Hedlund has enjoyed performing as a soloist with the Mid-Columbia Mastersingers, 
Mid-Columbia Symphony and the Yakima Symphony Orchestra.  He recently performed the role of  Jean Valjean 
in Mid-Columbia Musical Theater’s production of  Les Misérables.

The COLUMBIA BASIN COLLEGE DESERTONES vocal ensemble has been part of  the established music curriculum at 
Columbia Basin College since the1960s and historically performs a variety of  music styles. The ensemble now serves 
as CBC’s auditioned chamber choir. 

The DeserTones has established an outstanding reputation in the Northwest through tours competitions and other 
performances. They have appeared at Northwest ACDA, MENC and NAJE conventions. The group has previously 
traveled to New York City twice to perform Mozart’s Mass in C Minor and Fauré’s Requiem with conductor & composer, 
John Rutter in the legendary Carnegie Hall. Eternal Light is our third collaborative work with the Mid-Columbia 
Mastersingers, previously joining them to perform Haydn’s Mass in Time of  War and Beethoven’s 9th Symphony.

DAVE CAZIER, DIRECTOR OF THE CBC DESERTONES

Dave Cazier is in his 21st year as the Director of  Choral Instruction at Columbia Basin 
College. There he directs the CBC Concert and Chamber Choir/DeserTones, and the 
vocal jazz group, FreeForm. Dave also teaches History of  Jazz and private voice. His 
vocal jazz ensembles have received numerous awards regionally and nationally. 

Dave is well known as a prolifi c and outstanding vocal jazz arranger, and jazz & choral 
composer, with over 300 arrangements and compositions to his name in both vocal 
jazz and traditional choral styles. He also publishes many of  these songs through his 
own company, Caztunes.com. 

Dave is a native of  Southeastern Washington. He is a 1981 graduate of  Pasco High and began his college studies at Columbia 
Basin College. Dave completed his Bachelor of  Music degree at Central Washington University, as well as his Masters, 
emphasizing studies in Music Education and Choral Composition. 

Dave taught music for two years in Quincy, Wa, and one year at Rogers High School in Spokane. Dave was recognized as 
Rogers High School’s “Teacher of  the Year” by its faculty and staff  in 1993.

Dave frequently serves as a choral/vocal clinician at a variety of  Large Group, Solo/Ensemble Contests, All-State jazz choirs 
and jazz festivals throughout the Western U.S.

JEREMY A. NEUFELD, CONDUCTING INTERN

Jeremy A. Neufeld is a keyboard performer and instructor, specializing in sacred, classical, jazz, improvisation, arranging and 
theory. He received a master of  music degree in piano performance and church music from the School of  Church Music at 
Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary in Fort Worth, Texas, and a bachelor of  music degree in piano performance and 
business/economics from the Conservatory of  Music at Wheaton College in Wheaton, Illinois. He has studied piano with Dr. 
Robert Smith, Dr. William Phemister and Dr. Heidi Louise Williams, organ with Dr. Edward Zimmerman, conducting with Dr. 
Paul Wiens, and jazz theory with Tri-Cities’ own Steve Haberman. He is the 2012 Piano Department Honors Award Recipient 
for the School of  Church Music at Southwestern.

Mr. Neufeld is an active soloist and collaborative pianist, performing privately and with vocalists, instrumentalists, and choral 
ensembles. He has performed with the Wheaton College Concert Choir in the British Isles, the Southwestern Master Chorale 
in Bass Hall, Fort Worth and Avery Fisher Hall, Lincoln Center, New York. He has performed locally with the Mid-Columbia 
Symphony, Richland Light Opera Company, Mid-Columbia Mastersingers, Columbia Basin College, and Tri-Cities Prep Theatre 
Productions where he composes and performs an original score for annual Shakespeare plays. He also ministers in sacred music 
for several area churches and frequently performs piano/organ duo concerts with his brother in Chicago-area churches.

Mr. Neufeld has been teaching privately for eighteen years, currently at Ted Brown Music in Richland, and previously at 
Southwestern Music Academy in Fort Worth, TX, and Music City in Kennewick and Spokane. He holds memberships with the 
American Guild of  Organists, Music Teachers National Association, and Washington State Music Teachers Association and  
served as secretary of  the Tri-Cities chapter for 2013-14.
