Exactly what my heart needed
When I was invited to attend a Listen 
Love Pray zoom healing service I 
really had no expectations. I have 
been a Christian for over twenty 
years but knew that I needed some 
relational healing, and a close friend 
had encouraged me to attend. When I 
logged on, I saw Lucinda and the other 
20 or so attendees. After worship, 
prayer requests, and a fantastic 
teaching session, we were encouraged 
to enter into a time of soaking “in the 
love of Jesus.” I closed my eyes, felt 
the gentleness of the Holy Spirit as He 
ministered to me, and poured out my 
heart to Him.
Then in a moment I saw Jesus running 
through a field of long grass and 
laughing, almost teasing me. The 
sun was behind Him, and everything 
was bathed in soft, golden light. He 
grabbed my hand and pulled me 
along, as we laughed and ran like kids 
through the field. As my overwhelmed 
heart received the moment, my tears 
fell, but He didn’t let go. He just smiled 
and let me take in His amazing love 
for me. The moment was so sweet, so 
glorious, and exactly what my heart 
needed.
I am just undone that He revealed 
Himself to me like this. Before I saw 
this vision of Jesus, I was praying in my 
heart asking Him to help me with the 
places I cannot fix inside. Afterwards, 
I realized that sometimes the mind 
makes things so complicated, but a 
personal relationship with Jesus is so 
simple. The grace of God has done all 
the work, we now have an invitation 
into His heart, which makes all things 
good. Everything we need is in that 
fellowship with Jesus. It is like running 
through a field with Him hand in hand; 
glorious, beautiful, safe, and whole.

Testimony
I really needed a healing prayer 
session from stress that resulted 
in a lack of sleep and edginess. 
My youngest son was in jail 
and both my sons had been 
heavy on my mind for a couple 
months. Migraines were coming 
on more often and I really need 
sleep to function well. 
As the LLP team of 2 healing 
prayer ministers prayed for me, 
I saw Jesus sitting by a stream. 
There were soothing water 
sounds and as I sat at HIS feet, I 
heard HIS soft voice say “refuge” 
to me. 
During the prayer session, the 
team read a couple of Psalms, 
including Psalm 46 which is one 
of my favorites, and Psalm 136 
about being thankful in all cir-
cumstances. They also prayed 
a sleep-related prayer over me 
from the book “Prayers That 
Avail Much”. I plan to re-read 
these as a nighttime ritual 
during my hard times of going 
to sleep or walking up multiple 
times a night. 
I felt very relaxed as I was 
preparing for bed that night. 
I normally read a faith-based 
book every night before I go 
to sleep and that night—I fell 
asleep while reading! I woke 
up fast when my book dropped 
and then turned off my light and 
continued back to sleep for 10 
hours!
This was my first real sleep, 
through the night in months! 
I woke up shocked that I slept 
that long and very thankful I did! 
Praise Jesus for a good night’s 
sleep!
