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Class 3 and 4 Ancient Egyptian day.

On Monday the 12th of January, class 3 and 4 had an Egyptian day.  A man called Phil taught us about Egyptians.

There were seven tables with different activities on each table.  The different activities were soap carving, wax perfume, mummifying a clothes peg, scribe writing, canopic jars and amulets.

Soap Carving

At the soap carving table we had a bar of soap and carved a scarab (a scarab is a beetle or sphinx) onto it.  With a carving toll we had to draw a scarab onto it and then carve it so it was raised up.

Wax Perfume

First we had to make a clay pot, and then we crushed herbs and spices together in a pestle and mortar.  After that we put the herbs and spices into the clay pot.

Then Phil added beeswax and let it cool.  Then we had to peel the clay pot away.  Then you have wax perfume. 
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Mummifying a clothes peg

First you get a clothes peg and crush up some herbs and spices.  Then you get a piece of cloth and mix your crushed herbs and spices with animal fat and herbs and spices onto the cloth.  Then you wrap the cloth around the clothes peg.

Scribe Writing

First we practised our hieroglyphs with charcoal on a piece of paper.  Then we wrote it on real papyrus paper.
Canopic Jars
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First we made a tall pot out of clay.  Then we made a lid of a Jackals head and put it on the pot.  After that we waited for it to dry.  Then we had our canopic jars.

Amulets

First we practised out hieroglyphs on a piece of paper.  Then we got a piece of clay and moulded it in a square shape and put the first hieroglyph on the clay and put a hole through it to put the thread through.  Then we did that for two more.
