The biennial election of AIH Officers and 
Trustees will occur at the June 2020 
Membership Meeting.  The ad hoc Nominations 
Committee has been organized and consists of 
Chairman Ron Wassum, Bob Andreano and 
Gary Licate.  

The committee intends to have an initial slate of 
Officers and Trustees to present to the 
membership at the March Membership

SAINT PATRICK’S DAY 
Saint Patrick's Day, is a cultural and religious 
celebration held on 17 March, the traditional 
death date of Saint Patrick (c. AD 385–461), 
the foremost Patron Saint of Ireland. 

Saint Patrick's Day was made an official 
Christian feast day in the early 17th century 
and is observed by the Catholic Church, the 
Anglican Communion, the Eastern Orthodox 
Church, and the Lutheran Church.  The day 
commemorates Saint Patrick and the arrival of 
Christianity in Ireland, and celebrates the 
heritage and culture of the Irish in general.  
Celebrations generally involve public parades 
and festivals, and the wearing of green attire or 
shamrocks.  Historically the Lenten restrictions 
on eating and drinking alcohol are lifted for the 
day, which has encouraged the holiday's 
tradition of alcohol consumption.  

St. Patrick himself, however, was not actually 
Irish.  It is believed he was born in Scotland.  
His parents were Calpurnius and Conchessa, 
Romans living in Scotland.  So he was actually 
of Italian heritage. 

 

FIRST DAY OF SPRING 
In 2020, the spring equinox (also called the 
March equinox or vernal equinox) falls on 
Thursday, March 19.  This event marks the 
astronomical first day of spring in the Northern 
Hemisphere. 

The word equinox comes from the Latin words 
for “equal night”—aequus (equal) and nox 
(night).  On the equinox, the length of day and 
night is nearly equal in all parts of the world.  
After the equinox, enjoy the increasing sunlight 
hours, with earlier dawns and later sunsets.  

Astronomically speaking, the first day of spring 
is marked by the spring equinox, which falls on 
March 19, 20, or 21 every year.  This date only 
signals spring’s beginning in the Northern 
Hemisphere; it announces fall’s arrival in the 
Southern Hemisphere. 

Meteorologically speaking, the first day of 
spring is March 1 and the last day is May 31.  
Weather scientists divide the year into quarters 
to make it easier to compare seasonal and 
monthly statistics from one year to the next.
