PUBLIC HEARING:  At November 21, 2023 Town Board meeting the Elbridge Town Board resolved to hold a Public Hearing at 5 Route 31, Jordan, NY on December 28, 2023 at 7:00 PM to hear any persons for or against the consideration of 4-year contracts for the following:   Mottville Fire District, the Village of Elbridge, the Village of Jordan, and the Jordan Volunteer Fire Department.
