COMMUNICATIONS:  A letter from Barton and Loguidice to inform that no grant was issued at this time for the Combine Building Project. They will reapply for this year’s grant.
The Joint Water Project is still waiting on some easement signatures. Bids to go out in late February or early March with construction to begin at the end of summer beginning of fall. 

Mayor DeCola spoke with Supervisor Richardson in regards to the Elbridge Fire Contracts. The Village would like to know what the Town would expect from the Department in the next few years, so as to have future contracts return to the Village of Jordan and the Village of Elbridge. At this time the Board discussed increasing membership, listing current equipment, updating equipment and gear, and creating a plan to do so and maintain updates. Further discussion between the two entities was suggested. Councilor Blumer will speak with Mayor DeCola.

A new lock system has been placed on the archives entrance at the library. 
The Zoning Board of Appeals met last week to discuss a variance for a property on Peru Road, as the front yard setback is out of compliance. 
Councilor Duger:  The work in both building for flooring/carpeting has been completed.
NYSERDA has a grant to improve buildings. They would like to meet with municipalities one on one to see what can be accomplished, using a possible energy appraisal. 
Councilor Platten:  The Animal Control Contract has been signed. 
The Environmental Commission met. They would like to go forward with their annual tree give away. They are also interested in the solar project and mitigation. A brief discussion took place in regards to solar farms in the Town

The Justice Department is requesting an additional officer for the upcoming court night. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION:  Town Clerk Karlik reminded the Board of the March 28, 2024 annual safety/harassment training, and the options available if anyone is unable to attend. 
Assessor Garner informed the Board that she has been in contact with the Village of Jordan in regards to two Corrections of Errors. Clerk Karlik has not received these corrected bills at this time.
