ADOPT MINUTES: On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Platten, and approved unanimously, the minutes from October 12, 2023 were entered into record.
MOTION TO PAY BILLS: On a motion by Councilor Caron, seconded by Councilor Blumer, and approved unanimously, General Bills Abstract #10, Vouchers #473-516, in the amount of $119,496.88 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #10, Vouchers #1177-1200, in the amount of $23,983.06 were ordered paid with a total disbursement of $143,479.88.

GUESTS:  CJ Graham of Brown and Brown addressed the Board and distributed packets (not on file) He reviewed the plan for 2024 and options available. He also discussed the proposed dental and vision plans. The Board will review the information and make a decision at a future meeting if additions or changes are to be made. 
Doug Milton addressed the Board to show the need for the proposed 2024 ambulance budgeted amount. He briefly discussed the increased operation costs and comparisons.
COMMUNICATIONS:  Supervisor Richardson spoke with the Supervisor in Camillus in regards to the proposed solar array going on to roughly 15 acres on Route 5 in the Town of Camillus as it borders the Town of Elbridge. There is much discussion over the loss of farm land if this project takes place.

WHEREAS, the Town of Elbridge is progressing its Joint Water System Capital Improvements Project (“Project”) along with the Village of Jordan and Village of Elbridge, to update existing water system deficiencies, correct conditions found to be non-compliant with current standards, and improve flows, pressures, and fire protection within the service area; and

WHEREAS, the Project will include the removal and replacement of new fire hydrants in multiple general construction contracts; and

WHEREAS, the Town finds it desirable to install the American-Darling Hydrant Model B84B-5 with universal 4-inch integral Storz connection by American Flow Control, so as to maintain continuity, reliability, and compatibility with fire departments’ equipment within the Joint Water System; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Town Board authorizes the standardization of American-Darling Hydrant Model B84B-5 with universal 4-inch integral Storz connection by American Flow Control, for the Project; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, this Resolution shall take effect immediately.

Nothing further has been discussed about the electric charging stations.
Councilor Blumer:  Dates for the first community meeting for the Comprehensive Plan are being proposed; possibly the first week in December. Briefly discussed how to inform the public by ads, flyers, website.
Councilor Caron:  The water project is moving along. The mayors and supervisor will be meeting to discuss the O&M soon.

The Environmental Commission would like to attend some training classes.
