ADOPT MINUTES:  On a motion by Councilor Duger, seconded by Councilor Platten, the minutes from November 9, 2023 were entered into record unanimously. 
MOTION TO PAY BILLS:  On a motion by Councilor Platten, seconded by Councilor Duger, General Bills Abstract #11, Vouchers #517-550, in the amount of $43,673.97 were ordered paid, and Highway Bills, Abstract #11, Vouchers #1201-1223, in the amount of $48,230.41 were ordered paid unanimously with a total disbursement of $91,904.38.

Councilor Blumer would like to know if there is any reasoning behind making a change, and Councilor Duger felt that changing the date, again, would be confusing to residents. COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Councilor Duger:  The seniors held a Thanksgiving luncheon on November 21, 2023 with entertainment by Merry Mischief. 
The electronic sign has been installed, as well as the flooring and carpeting in the Community Center. 

The Highway Department has been busy with winter prep and maintenance. 
Councilor Platten:  The Environmental Commission has not met this month as of this meeting. 
The Assistant Justice Clerk will be returning to the office after Thanksgiving. 

A proposal for cemetery mowing has been submitted with changes, altering the spring mowing dates. Councilor Platten will be sending out more requests and hopes for better communication. He would like to hold off on the contract at this time. 

There has not been any further communication with the SPC for dog control. It is the hope to have more information for the next Board meeting.
Councilor Blumer:  The Planning Board has met to review the site plan for solar on Wheeler Road. There is more to discuss as these plan now include battery storage. This will need to be addressed and discussed with the Fire Department. The site plan for the Route 5 apartment project has been altered to one 10-unit building.
The Historian’s office had some concern with a safety incident, earlier in the month. A person wished to access the archives during closed hours and was not satisfied with the inability to do so, become irate with the Librarian on duty that day. It has been suggested to discuss further procedure and policy with staff for safety issues.
