While there is no sign that Rudolph or his descendants ever shared the politics of
his parents, his sister Amelia certainly did, at least in her youth. Growing up in Detroit
with her mother, Aurora, and her adoptive father, Emilio Vivas, she participated in the
big family picnics held to raise money for the anarchist and antifascist cause, and she
is listed as “Secretary of Propaganda” for Local 17 of the SIA.> She married the
journalist Armando del Moral, a delegate of the Juventudes Libertarias (Libertarian
Youth), who was the son of an anarchist and now had become a refugee.’® In exile,
however, with his hopes for a definitive “struggle for true freedom” crushed, Armando
seems to have forsaken old political ties, reinventing himself as a journalist of Spanish-
language cinema.’ Starting in 1949, Amelia wrote a celebrity gossip column, “Melie
Lou en Hollywood,” for his magazine, La Novela Cine-Grdfica (Cine-Graphic News, Los
Angeles, 1947-1964, which subsequently became Grdfica, 1964-).>° Before the arrival of
Armando’s obituary in Variety (which reads like a fairy tale of American success—an
immigrant escaping from the fascist prison camps to end up hobnobbing with the likes
of Liz Taylor and John Wayne in the Hollywood hills!), del Moral rewrote his own
memories: the anarchist campaigner from Albacete who declared, a month after the
last surrender of Republican forces, “Spain is not dead!” became, in his own memoirs, a
“confused” young man of “centrist opinions.” In the end, two generations of Spanish
anarchists marrying-in would not prove a sufficient barrier against political
assimilation: it seems that the children of Armando and Amelia del Moral grew up

The labor and ethnic
periodicals connected to workers’ associations
educated their members in similar ways. Several
Spanish-language newspapers praised Esparia Libre’s
antifascist journalism and reviewed their fundraisers.
Among the publications that supported Esparia Libre’s
work were La Prensa (San Antonio), Pueblos
Hispanos (New York), Liberacion (New York), and
Ecos (New York). Each of these publications would
often review commemorations and fundraisers.?
Anarchist Armando del Moral, a syndicated journalist
for Spanish-language newspapers in the United States,
lauded  Hispanic = comradeship  during  the
commemoration of the Second Republic held by the

affiliated association Los Leales in Los Angeles. Del
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Moral, a Spanish Civil War refugee himself, recalls
how Spaniards cheered “Mexico” at the event, one of
the few countries granting resident visas to fleeing
Spaniards.” Antifascism united Hispanic communities
in the United States.

These long-established newspapers offered jobs to
Spanish migrants and exiles. Making use of this
broader network among the Spanish-language press,
Sergio Aragonés moved from Mexico to New York to
further his career as a cartoonist in 1962. His uncle,
Manuel Aragonés, who worked with Gonzalez Malo
to provide Mexican visas to refugees, asked him to
help his nephew become established in New York.
After his arrival, Aragonés’s drawings illustrated signs
at the regular demonstrations in front of the Spanish
Consulate and the United Nations in New York.
Aragonés also contributed to Espaiia Libre with his
antifascist cartoons until 1965, the year of Gonzélez
Malo’s death.!® Helped by Cuban Antonio Prohibas,

Aragonés secured a contract with Mad magazine and
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Spanish Civil War history, news
papers and even foreign war
correspondents such as Ernest
Hemmingway wrote of the del Moral
and Louzara family's thirst for power
over Spain and their alliances with
and backing by the Communist
Soviets and Mexico’s Communist
Party.

The Spanish journals describe them
fleeing Spain after their failed coup
against General Franco in 1939 and
resettled in America.

The Office of Inspector General of the
National Archives completed their
investigation and concluded this:

ARMANDO DEL MORAL was
NEVER ENLISTED in the US Armed Forces

He was “inducted” into the US Army July
15t 1943 for 90 days, debriefed by War
Department’s Military Intelligence Division,
better known as the G-2 (now CIA) to
provide information regarding the Spanish
Coup attempt he led against General
Franco in 1939 allied with the Soviet and
Mexico communist parties supporting his
efforts in Spain. Del Moral did this in
exchange for US Citizenship.

Del Moral was granted an honorable
discharge from the US Army and allowed to
apply for citizenship 90 days later at Fort
Knox Kentucky never having served or
being “enlisted”.
