use the toileting facilities. 
• Before entering the 

toileting area, sanitizer to 

be used, and after exiting 

the toilet area. 
• Soap, water and paper 

towels are supplied in the 

toileting area. 

• Hand wipes are available in 
the toileting area for the 

visitor to wipe over the 

toilet seat before use. 
Hand wipes and paper 

towels MUST NOT be put 

down the toilet. A lidded 

bin is available inside the 
toilet cubicle. 

• Please note, the toilet IS 

NOT connected to the 
mains sewerage system…it 

is emptied at the end of 

each session. 

• Display a guide to 

show how to wash 

hands correctly 

above the sink area, 
includes visuals and 

text. 
 
 

 
 

• Display signage to 

say NOT to dispose 

of paper towels, 

wipes or sanitary 
products down the 

toilet. 

• Visitor to double bag 

waste sanitary 
products using the 

bags provided and 

dispose into the 
lidded bin provided in 

the toilet cubicle. 

Signage at the bin 

area. 
• Tutor to wipe over 

the toileting area 

with anti- bac wipes 
after each use during 

the session. 

• Cleaning schedule to 

be kept in the due 
diligence folder.

• Cleaning products are 

household products with 

anti-bacterial properties. 
These products are 

odourless other than for 

fragrance. Household 

bleach is used in the 
toilet. 

• Identify surfaces that are 

frequently touched by 

many people (often 
common areas), e.g. door 

handles, shared equipment 

and workspace. 
• All areas, tools and 

resources will be cleaned 

after each session. 

 

• A copy of our 

cleaning 

guidelines/routines 

are available to view 
on our website. 

• Each crafter will 

have their own set of 
previously sanitized 

tools and resources.  

 

 
• If shared resources 

are used, e.g. 

printing blocks, 

these will be wiped 
before passing on. 

• Exception being 

foliage used at 
wreath making which 

cannot be sanitized, 

hands will be 

sanitized before 
touching.

Each crafter 
has their own work area.  

• Three tables in a spaced 

line in the studio, side 

facing each other. 
 

• Exception to the above 

points; Wreath making will  
be two large tables pushed 

together to form a square. 

4 crafters will be situated 

at each corner of this 
square facing inwards with 

1+ meters apart from each 

other. 
 

• Wreath making will NOW 

be over three separate 

• Once everyone is 
seated, a short 

safety briefing will 

take place by the 
tutor to set out 

expectations and set 

hygiene standards. 
(a copy of the briefing 

is available to read on 
our website. This 

briefing will also form 

part of our booking 

process with the 

crafter). 

 

• A risk assessment to 
be carried out for 

two households 

coming together 
around the central 

table, depending on 

the craft taking 

place. 
• Ensure staff are 

trained in putting on 

and taking off PPE 
visors correctly.

•  Our studio capacity has 
been cut from 12 down to 

6 to accommodate the new 

guidelines and layout. 
• As we are a retail and 

educational setting, we 

can accommodate more 

than 6 people in our 
studio, however due to 

layout, only a maximum of 

6 crafters with be 

accommodated.  
• Some crafts may require a 

reduction in numbers. 

• At times, tutors may have 
to be close to the crafter 

to offer advice or assist 

1:1 with their craft. 

Tutors will put on a PPE 
visor before approaching. 

• Tutors will always wear 

visors.  
• All adult visitors are now 

required to wear a face 

covering whilst visiting or 

crafting within our studio. 
• The consumption of food 

and drinks are prohibited 

if served on open plates 

and in shared jugs. 
• Consumption of food and 

drinks can be resumed as 

• Ensure visors are 

sanitized after every 

use.
