A MESSAGE FROM FATHER PAUL ABERNATHY

My Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Following the Day of Pentecost, this year, having fallen on May 20, we enter the half-year long Season after Pentecost, running from Trinity Sunday (or the 1st Sunday after Pentecost), this year, on May 27, to the Last Sunday after Pentecost, this year, coming on November 25.

The church year or church calendar is roughly divided in half…
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The first half, runs from Advent (we prepare to for Jesus’ arrival in his birth and in his second coming), Christmas (we celebrate his birth), Epiphany (we proclaim that Jesus was born to be the Messiah for the whole world), Lent (we follow Jesus on his journey to Jerusalem to fulfill his destiny of crucifixion and death), Easter (we celebrate 
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his resurrection), to the Day of Pentecost (we celebrate the fulfillment of Jesus’ promise to send his continuing presence through the Holy Spirit upon his disciples and us).

In other words, during the first half of the church year, annually, we retell the Jesus story, which is another way of saying the…our Christian story.

Thus, during the second half of the church year, again, the Season after Pentecost, we have an extended period to reflect on our Christian story, so, guided by the Holy Spirit, to deepen our comprehension of its meaning for us, both individually and communally.

I look forward to our ongoing life together and our continued learning of what it means to follow Jesus, which is another way of saying to be Christians.
