A MESSAGE FROM FATHER PAUL ABERNATHY

My Dear Sisters and Brothers,

One word for September and another for October and beyond…

September 23 will be Stewardship Sunday. As we look to the inexorably approaching 2019 calendar, your Vestry inevitably turns attention to creating our annual parish budget. On September 23, in my sermon, based on Mark 9.30-37 (the lectionary-appointed gospel passage for the day), I will invite us to consider and, I pray, to make a financial pledge for the coming year. For, truly, only in this way of our forecasted giving, can we reliably and, even more, faithfully project, dare I say prophesy how we will account for our annual expenditures.

On Sunday, October 14, we will begin (or, rather, begin anew) our adult Sunday School. The first weekend backpacks are to be delivered on August 31 to fifty food insecure students at Ford Elementary School as identified by the school counselor.      Now we are seeking volunteers who are able to sort, package and/or deliver the backpacks to Ford Elementary. If any of you are able to donate an hour or two between 8:00 a.m. and 5 p.m. Monday through Friday, please let me know.  For those of you who have delivered to Ford in the past, please know that we will not have to carry 50 backpacks up the steps to the front office.  We will be able to drive up next to a door to unload.  Laurens School District 55 is allowing us to use space in the District Office for storing food items and packing backpacks.  Please keep your eyes out for great bargains and let us know of great sales as our funding goes further with smart shopping!
