My Dear Sisters and Brothers,

Coming in January…

On January 6, as in every year, we celebrate the Feast of the Epiphany (after which our parish community is named!). Though, as it falls on a Saturday, we will not observe it formally with a service of worship, the Feast of the Epiphany occasions the reading and reflecting on the visit to the Christ Child by gift-bearing magi from the East (Matthew 2.1-12). As the magi were Gentiles, this story traditionally has been interpreted by Christians to be a revelation that Jesus was born for his subsequent mission and ministry of redemption not only for Israel, but for the whole world.

On January 21, the Third Sunday after the Epiphany, shortly following our regular 11 a.m. service of the Holy Eucharist, we will hold our Annual Parish Meeting. I pray your presence and participation (the meeting, relatively brief, once begun, will run about a half-hour!). Our primary business will be our annual elections:

· One member of the Vestry, our parish “board of directors”, to a 3-year term

· Two Parish Delegates to 2-year terms (who, in 2018, will represent us at the annual diocesan convention, Saturday, November 3, at Trinity Cathedral, Columbia)

· Four Alternate Parish Delegates to 1-year terms who will serve in case any of our Parish Delegates cannot
