access, and we are not in the way of District 55 virtual students using rooms at the 

District Office.  We have one more month of school, and we continue to search for 
nutritious food at “reasonable” prices as providing 60 backpacks takes a lot of smart 

shopping.  We are very appreciative of the donations received for the Backpack Ministry 
for the 2020-2021 school year.  The Guidance Counselor emailed the following note:
