These 

scholarships are to honor and promote academic excellence among present and potential students 

(returning students, high school graduates and GED recipients).   

  

Each scholarship is a minimum of $500 and one will be awarded for the academic year.   

  

Students must be enrolled full time in a post-secondary institution of higher education, seeking a 

Certificate,  

Associate, Bachelor’s, Master’s or Doctoral Program degree in the state of Montana to be eligible.  

Applicants must provide proof of Montana state residency.   

  

Applications must be postmarked no later than January 15, 2023 to be accepted.

Scholarships will be awarded in one lump sum after verification of enrollment unless otherwise 

specified. Applicants will be notified in late January of chosen recipients. Recipients of awards 

agree to publication of their name and photograph to be used for recognition of the award in 

publications.
