What does this mean? This means that with the right faith, with strong faith, what we
hope for can be confidently lived as reality. Let us make this a little simpler. We know
from our Orthodox faith that there is life after death and that it will be much better than
life on earth. We will be there, in the arms of the Risen Christ, in the company of the
Most Holy Theotokos and the Saints. We can experience this new life with true faith asa
reality from now, here on earth. How is this possible? By living from now in the heavenly
Kingdom of God realized on earth. With our baptism and chrismation, we entered the
Kingdom of God realized on earth which is our Church. In the tumultuous journey of life
between earth and heaven, we are called to live within the vessel which is the Church.
With faith, we can confidently live the substance of things hoped for, safely advancing
towards the heavenly Kingdom. “Now faith is the substance of things hoped for” Let us
live out ourfaith and always remain within the vessel of our Church, within the realized
Kingdom of God on earth. | wish everyone a blessed Ecclesiastical New Year!

At the beginning of the 20th century there were approximately 300
Canadians of Greek descent. The first communities established, were
the Greek Community of the Annunciation in Montreal, the Greek
Community of St. George in Toronto and the Greek Community of
Holy Trinity in Thunder Bay. The first Bishop in Canada, Metropolitan
Athenagoras of Elaia, was appointed by the Ecumenical Patriarch
Athenagoras in 1960 and was followed by Bishop Timothy of Ro-
dostolon 1963-1967 and Bishop Theodosios of Ancona 1967-1973.

The present Archbishop of the Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of
Canada, Sotirios, was elected Bishop of Constantia on December 18,
1973 and ordained on January 27, 1974. Since then, he is serving the
Church in Canada. He was promoted to Bishop of Toronto in 1979,
Metropolitan of Toronto in 1996 and Archbishop of Canada in 2019.

In 1974 there were only 22 Churches in Canada. Under his tenure,
that number has grown to 77 Churches and 350,000 Greek Orthodox
Christians. During his Archieratical service, the Diocese and now
Archdiocese have established the Annual Youth Assemblies (1980);
a monthly newspaper, Orthodox Way (1982); Social Services
(1984); Metahomes (1984), providing transitional housing for the
homeless; Greek Orthodox Order of Canada (1987); weekly tele-
vision program Orthodox Voice (1990), which is broadcast across
all of Canada; School of Byzantine Music (1991); Convents of St.
Kosmas of Aitolos in Ontario and the Virgin Mary of Consolation
in Quebec (1993); Greek Orthodox Education in Ontario, (1996)
(“Metamorphosis” Greek Orthodox Day School, “Metamorphosis”
Child Care Centre, Toronto, Metamorphosis Preschool, Toronto, “St.
Nicholas” Child Care Centre-Toronto). Homes for the Aged, (nine
Homes: Toronto, Montreal, Laval, Vancouver); 50 Homes for Needy
Families (Thunder Bay); Patriarchal Toronto Orthodox Theological
Academy (1998); “Metamorphosis” Summer Camps (1999); Metro-
politan Cultural Centre (2002).

THEOLOGICAL ACADEMY

The establishment and operation of the Patriarchal Toronto Or-
thodox Theological Academy were envisaged by His Eminence
Archbishop Sotirios of Canada (then Metropolitan) to ensure a
more effective training of the clergy. At his recommendation the
Clergy- Laity Assembly unanimously voted in 1997 to establish
the Academy, which first opened its doors in September of 1998
with seven students.

From the outset, PTOTA was affiliated with the University of
Sherbrooke and offered a three year course of study. In the
year 2010, PTOTA became affiliated with St Paul’s University
in Ottawa, offering a four- year program. After the successful
completion of the curriculum graduates of the Academy receive
a degree in theology from St. Paul’s University which is recog-
nized by universities around the world. In recognition of the
work being carried out by the Theological Academy, In 2018, the
Academy’s twentieth anniversary, His All- Holiness Ecumenical
Patriarch Bartholomew raised the Academy to the status of a
patriarchal institution. The graduates of our Patriarchal Toronto
Orthodox Theological Academy (PTOTA) visit the Ecumenical Pa-
triarchate and His All- Holiness grants them certificates equiva-
lent to those conferred on graduates of the Theological School
of Halki. Until this year, a total of 59 students have graduated,
of whom 34 have been ordained and serve in Greek Orthodox
communities across Canada.

PTOTA is housed and operates within the headquarters of the
Greek Orthodox Archdiocese of Canada. The patron saint of the
Academy is the Apostle and Evangelist St. John the Theologian.

This year the Academy has 10 students from countries all over
the world.
