I. York Uniform

a, The prescribed duty umiform will consist of the tropical fatigue uni-
form with trousers bloused and jacket tuttoned, Uniforms will not be pegged or
altered in any mamer. Shirt sleeves will be negtly rolled above the elbow or
buttoned et the wrist, Sleeves of uniforms will not be cut off..

B. Tropical fatigue shirts will be worn at all times with the  folIlowing

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A MATTER OF HAIR

Hair is a subject on most people's
| mind these days, bonth inside and out
and pro and con, For-the military man
hair hair may sometimes be a real dil-
emma; how to be fashionable, yet meet
military standards of style, length,
and neetness?

Back in the fourth century BC Al-
exander the Great directed his troops
to trim their hair and be clean shav—
en, to prevent the enemy from siezing
their heads and giving then a short
trim right acrgss the shoulders, all
the way down. Though history does not
'say so, doubtless there were sane who
objected that Alexander's order was not "stylish", The besrds were shaven, however,
and historians do credit same of the success of his victories to the bare faces of
the men, Further, what once had been scorned soon became style,

Today's American military man has lit*le to fear from a hairgrabbing enemy, al-
though assuredly such an enemy would probably take advantage of excess hair if it -=s
present. The real purpose of a military haircut is, frarkly, appearance -— an ap=
pearance that portrays dependability and reliability, essential ingredients of ary
modern military force,

Fxcept for some instances where a skin-head haircut is required during btoot corp
and basic training for the purpose of instilling discipline and morale, the bast: -
itary haircut is not necessarily an extrame one, Most branches o tho service ove
spelled out in various directives and regulations what is an acceptablemilitary hair
cut.

There are very few social circles where the military haircut is not looked upen
with favor. For the soldier who feecls he should wear his hair longer to be accepted
by some of the more extrame-appearing groups of people, he can always augment his hir-
suteness with any one of a number of cammercial hairpieces, including mustache,side-
turns and beards, that will give him the off-duty, of f-base lock he wants, and still
permit him to meet on-duty, on-base military standards the next day, Indead, many
military men have already done so.

~ And, for those who may voice exception to such subtle deception, it shomld be
pointed out that similar dispguises heve been going om since time immemorial. Prim-
il1ve men and wamen decorated themselves with all sorts of un-natural paintsand fuz-
2y hairpieces., Cosmetics was a thriving industry in the days of the Pharachs. Short
Frenchman wore high heels in the Louis' courts, and men in Washington's day, includ-
ing Washington himsclf, wore wigs,

For the Mmerican military man, the hair sitwation is merely one of kecping the
pate well groomed, hzir neatly trimmed and tapered, not teo long and combsd bak off
the forehead, according to aceepted and directod standards, That is both the long
and shaort of it,

BRAVO COMPANY TEAM GETS TWO VO UNDER SNIPER FIRE

Dispite countless attemps by enemy snipers, a determined three-man team from-the
second platoon of Bravo Company recently wentona cnemile chsms to -ne'h' two flee=~
ing VC.

SGT Rich Goldsmith (Zanesville, Ohio), SP4 Shannon Cole (Columbus, Neh.)and PFC
Rich Miller (Linn, Ore,) were with an element on a routine patrol when they maw two
VC dash from a village aprroximately 100 meters away. They immediately pursued the
guerillas along an irrigation ditch, but lost them tempurarll:.r until SP4 fole noticed
hand and foot prints in the muddy barnk.

The men followed signs to high ground and found themselves in sm open axea where
enemy snipers began firing at them from two directions.

"We hid behind some rice paddy dikes at first andthen moved little by little vhen
the rounds stopped," explained SP4 Cole, ."When they started up again we had to duck
and wait for them to stcn before moving, Everytime we moved the?r'ﬂ take shots at us
but we fipured we could get the two we were after and continued, "

The trail split into three directions and each man took one in hopes of finding
the VC. Cale followdd the trail he was on and spotted the two guerrillas ruming on
a river bank 100 meters awayv. e took careful ain with his rifle and tallied me KIA
and one WIA.

The sniper fire increased as the men.and their detainee attempted to get back
to the mcin hody of their element., They were pinned down in the middle of a field
until SP4 Dave Bradford (Chicago, Il 1.) came with & reinforcement sguad, ~adford
alleviated the immediate threat by firing several bursts with his M 60 machinemun to
scatter the snipers,

Action ceased after gu.nshi“s arrived to clear the area of the danger and allow
a dustoff heliconter to extract the wounded VC.
