switchbacks. And then the gorgeous mountain scenery —
forests...lakes...streams...rapids...fields...pastures...rock walls dripping water...waterfalls...narrow
gorges...deep valleys...majestic distant ranges. Breathe in the cool, clean mountain air and fragrant spring
scents.

Nice, huh?

Run through that one more time, slowly. See it. Feel it. Smell it. Let it sink in. It is the essence of why I
go up there every year.

So, the North Georgia Classic...

It’s the first regional MSTA street rally of the year occurring during the still cool 3rd weekend in April. It’s
centered in the far northeast corner of Georgia in the Blue Ridge Mountains with their unique offerings. And
don’t forget the familiar, welcoming MSTA faces and personalities. What could possibly be a better way to
kick off the sport-touring rally year? And getting up there and back from Florida is still bearable - temperature
and humidity-wise.

It’s about 550 miles from my door which translates to about 9.5 hours of moving time and 11 hours total (I-
95 to Jax and then secondary roads straight up). That’s a slog, so I left a day early just in case. Doing 3-hour
each way RTE’s in Florida had given me confidence that I could still put in some long riding days. Turns out, I
did the whole trip in one day and checked in early.

The NGC has historically been centered at Alpine village-like Helen. But this year they moved it a little
further north and east to Dillard — less than 2 miles from the Georgia-North Carolina border. I think there was
some dissatisfaction with the Quality Inn in Helen although it’s right across the street from Betty’s IGA.
Betty’s has excellent deli fare, excellent dollar coffees, beer, wine, groceries, outdoor seating, firepits and bar
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and just about anything else you could need or want. Plus, Helen’s many restaurants and shops are within easy
walking distance.

Dillard, on the other hand, is very small, has few restaurant options and not much else of interest. Buta
good rate was negotiated at the Mountain Valley Inn. Unfortunately, when I called to make a reservation in
mid-March, they were already full. So, I went with the Quality Inn in Helen. Betty’s was the real draw.

My old riding buddy, Ken, had commitments and could not get over from the Winston-Salem, NC area until
Thursday afternoon. No problem. I spent Thursday honing my sporty mountain riding skills. We then spent
Friday, Saturday and Sunday burning up the area’s roads — but in a kindly way.

I dropped in on the rally-goers in Dillard Saturday evening. We exchanged exaggerated stories, laughed a
lot and a few of us walked across the highway (US 23/441) for supper. Then I had to head back to Helen and
get packed up for the trek home. It didn’t sound like the inn there was all that great of a place, either.

Going home on Monday, it started out very cool. Ran in and out of light drizzle a couple times in Georgia.
Heavy rain in Florida, buckets full around Titusville. I was worn out when I got home, mainly I think, from the
tension of doing the 3-hour, very congested, very high-speed [-95 section in the rain. Then, [ was pretty much
useless Tuesday - slumped in my recliner all day. But, thinking about those mountains — I just kept smiling
from ear-to-ear...

Florida Summer = Rain

Yep, it’s here...the rainy season. I was riding home from my local
shop just the other day and it happened. I had beautiful sunny weather
for the rider to the dealer, and was there about 20 minutes. I walked
out to my bike and the storm clouds were already gathering. During
the 12-mile ride back home, it was in succession sunny, cloudy, dark,
drizzle, pouring rain, wet roads with standing water, then bright and
sunny again. Welcome to Florida in the summertime.

We could spend an entire afternoon telling war stories about
Florida rain. What I would like to pass along here are what I think are the most critical parts of this enduring FL
summer riding malady:

Rule 1: It’s going to rain. Accept it and just think of it as a way to cool off. The best part is seeing the riders
trying to ride in the pouring downpour; those that aren’t wearing a helmet or gear.

Rule 1a: When you pass them, make sure you wave...

Rule 2: When the roads first get wet, the water pushes all the oil to the top. The roads get SLICK. Be super
careful. (If you can) Turn up the traction control. Turn down the power delivery. Stay out of the lane centers
where all the oil and grease accumulates.

Rule 3: Increase your following distance. Enough said.

Rule 4: Watch out for the crazy cage drivers. A lot of them have no clue what reduced traction on wet roads
even means.

Rule 5: Watch the clouds: Dark is bad. Black is worse. I’ve changed directions more than once to avoid the
oncoming Black Wall of Death.

Rule 6: A GPS with weather radar is worth its weight in, well at least silver. It can tell you which storm fronts
you can ride through, and when you need to apply Rule 5, above.

Rule 7: Rain is one thing. When you start hearing thunder, that’s something else. I once had a bolt hit the tree I
was riding by at the time. The concussion pushed me almost off the road. And that one didn’t even hit me.
Avoid noisy storms when at all possible!

Rule 8: Want to avoid all the rain? Ride in the early mornings.
Rule 9: Rule 8 doesn’t always work...

Rule 10: Riding in the FL summer rain is an exercise in caution. Focus on your riding techniques, traction,
traffic awareness, etc. If it gets too bad, seek refuge. Chances are the weather will change in 5 minutes anyway.

Year-round riding is one of the reasons we all live in this awesome state. With it comes a few challenges,
one of them being the summer rains. Take it in stride, make sure you realize the safety precautions required
when the raindrops start to fall, and ensure you always Ride Safe!
