DURING the period between 1972-1985, remote-viewing 
research and testing was aided by numerous researchers, 
consultants and thousands of experiments conducted under 
the auspices of ever-present oversight committees of 
various kinds.

But there is a tendency to forget that the research 
was also aided by hundreds of published scientific and 
other documents that enabled fresh insights and approaches 
to the complicated phenomena involved, as well as aiding in 
discovery of factors for which there was no historical 
precedent.

Important sources continued to emerge after 1985, and 
a significant sample of these will ultimately be included 
as time marches on (as it decidedly insists on doing). As 
more sources are recovered from various archives, they will 
be included in undated versions of this beginning one.
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
