This is one of the quickest and easiest meals. 

Thaw a bag of frozen mixed vegies 

Use fresh or frozen fish 

Olive oil

ENJOY 
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There is a spirit that has been sent against the Body of Christ in order to do the following: 

Get us to disagree with what God has already said/has been written & what He will say. 

Tempt us to disobey what God has instructed us to do. 

Jesus was himself tempted during his earthly ministry and so shall we encounter the same. As we look at 2 

examples from the Word of God, we must place ourselves within the Word by asking; if placed in a situa-

tion, can I do what the Word instructs. Our first example is found in Exodus 14:13~19; at a very pivotal 

point during the departure from Egypt, the people of Israel were instructed to “hold their peace, because the 

Lord was going to fight for them”. They were given these instructions and then was told that God was go-

ing to make the Egyptians and Pharoah even angrier, so that they would continue to pursue after them, BUT 

not to fear, not to retaliate, not to say a word, not to cry, not to complain but “TO HOLD THEIR PEACE”. 

In other words, the stress is going to increase, but hold your peace; now in all reality, we face some of the 

same things today but when God sends us a word, we must hold to that word as well as become obedient to 

it, in order to defeat the enemy and to come out victorious. Do not allow the TEMPTER to get you to disa-

gree with God’s word nor to get you to disobey His instructions! Victory is on your side. 

Our next example has us looking at Psalm 50:15; “And call upon me in the day of trouble; I will deliver 

thee; and thou shalt glorify me”. here we a set of instructions as well as the results as demonstrated in our 

other example. Once again, can we do this? The answer is yes, as we are “transformed by the renewing of 

our minds”. The second that we acknowledge that we are under attack, in trouble, whether spiritually, phys-

ically, emotionally, mentally, this is what we should do, because it is “in the day of trouble”, this is con-

cerning your current status. And the application is the same; do not allow the TEMPTER to get you to disa-

gree with God’s written Word of Promise, and do not allow him to get you to disregard/ become disobedi-

ent to those instructions. Yes, you do have an advocate, no you are not alone, yes, victory does belong to 

you and yes, you can do ALL things through Christ Jesus that strengthens you. But we must recognize 

those things that have been sent to tempt us as BAIT! That’s right, it is bait, see it for what it is; resist the 

devil and he will flee from you. 

Whenever God instructs us to do something (A THING), we will be tested to see if we will agree by faith, 

move in obedience or become disobedient. Satan is known to move upon the EARTH, seeking whom he 

can devour through temptations. As written in Job 1:6~12. He must get the Lord’s permission to tempt us, 

yes, we must all pass the test, no person is exempt. That’s why I call it bait. And for the person struggling 

with the Lord granting satan permission to test us, if we would recall what He said the people of Israel in 

Deuteronomy 8:2~3, there is an approval/proving process that all that are called by His Name to become 

His people shall face.

If these baits are not properly recognized and dealt 

with, then a person might back away from God’s 

Word, begin to lose faith, and not move when instruct-

ed. Some have even fallen into depression which could 

result in a spiritual death.  A person that minimizes an-

other person’s calling is under the influence of one of 

satan’s demonic spirits of intimidation or sabotage, 

these spirits are sent to one from doing God’s Will on 

Earth as it is in Heaven.  

If you have been facing a series of attacks, we encour-

age you to go back to the last word that God gave you. 

Our words were (1) Understand the pressure (2) Watch 

your composure (3) The delay was for you. It has in-

structions and just as with Jesus, the tempter came after 

receiving this word, and I must admit, if it had not been 

for the warning, I would have entertained some of 

those baits!

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Leaders, exactly what are leading the people towards, is it towards God through Salvation in Christ Jesus. But 

there is yet another profound question, are we leading the people towards discovering the “Thoughts that God 

has towards them” or are constraining them to only functioning in the sanctuary only- while leaving the re-

mainder of their livelihoods to fend for itself. 

I believe that God will always have a concern for our total well-being, the flow of growth should spread 

through us daily, and not just during times of scheduled services. God speaks through the Holy Spirit in all 

areas concerning us. But are we teaching the people that God desires more of an abundance for them, and they 

are limited.  

Some might argue and say that that is not what the ministry is for but indeed it is if we are going to quote the 

Word of God with clarity.  For example, how would we expound on Jeremiah 29:11? Exactly what is meant 

by “I know the thoughts that I think towards you?” well, in order to expound on this passage of scripture that 

we would need to go back a few scriptures to find out why such a statement is being made, we would also 

need the help of the Holy Spirit for a revelation of what is really saying. I believe that the words spoken to the 

people that were in captivity were encouraging; here because of disobedience, they were forced to leave their 

known way of life; their comforts, and it appeared that they were now in a state of poverty, but that was not 

God’s total plan for them, he wanted more for them and in due time as would come to understand His plans, 

then they would one day come up out of their current situation.  

It is in knowing his plans for us that will lead us to BETTER, that brings in the components of Proverbs 3:5. I 

also think that we can not feed just the soul and not the life because they are one. What is within my heart will 

come out, and prayerfully as my life is finding balance in what God is thinking concerning me, will overflow 

in how I serve others.  

And if we could journey further, if as leaders we are truly praying for the people than we should be able to see 

and understand why there is a lack or gap in how we serve one another. Why can’t we perceive the low mo-

rale, or the heaviness; what are we doing! Can we hear the crying needs of the people that they are in a crisis 

or are we just concerned about showing up on time to listen to a sermon that does not meet them where they 

are?  

As spiritual leaders, it is time for us to do better. And at the end of it all, after we have poured into the lives of 

the people, it is up to each person to follow what God thinks towards them, we just must make sure that we 

lead them there!

to stop resisting CHANGE! 

When you ask your life “what did you teach me”?                                   

and the reply is                                                                                       

“I gave you experience in how                                                    

to live &  survive in ME”! 
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When it comes to dealing with an illness, how much 

does our mind contribute to how we recover? After 

a recent encounter with someone having COVID, I 

was informed that after the fifth day to get tested, 

and to become very honest, doubling up on my vita-

mins and other immune system builders kicked right 

into gear. But it was on the fifth day, that I begin to 

THINK SICK! And from out of nowhere came this 

what I called an UNUSUAL HEADACHE. Now this is in 

no way to discount paying attention to my body, but 

to make sure that I was not overthinking. I had to 

tell myself to calm down, to watch my breathing 

and other known symptoms that have been associ-

ated by COVID, and I began to pray.  

Thinking rationally had to come quick! Because the 

truth is that each day we leave our homes, we are 

more than likely to enter the presence of someone 

that has some type of airborne contagious system, 

so sometimes we can pinpoint just where a cold, flu, 

etc., might come from. But when you receive the 

news, it is a whole new ball game, it forces you to 

think that you have been exposed and that NOW I 

HAVE IT TOO! At the end, pay close attention to 

your body, make note of what you are experiencing, 

and make sure that what is happening is really tak-

ing place or is it the mind that is releasing the 

effects of what has been written about the illness.  

 

And this goes beyond COVID, sometimes we 

can read the side effects of a medication 

then go into imaging ourselves going 

through those very same symptoms.  

One other thing to consider is this, when it 

comes to an illness, is it actual an illness or a 

call for attention. This is in no way to dis-

count or to diagnose anything, but there is a 

thin line between our realities. If you are ex-

periencing any type of symptoms for a peri-

od of time, please consult your physician 

and listen to what is being shared with you, 

then take it to the Lord in prayer.  

Yet this scenario takes me further, how 

many times have we inflated things in our 

minds? We can take situations and conversa-

tions beyond their actual intent, leaving us in 

a place of sorrow, hurt, abandonment, con-

fusion, and the list goes on. Which as believ-

ers in Christ Jesus, should take us back to the 

Word; 2 Corinthians 10:5, “Casting down im-

aginations and every high thing that exalteth 

itself against the knowledge of God, and 

bringing into captivity every thought to the 

obedience of Christ”. This is a place that I 

have found myself, overthinking a thing.  

THE MIND! 
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The Mind cont’d 

How is this done you may ask? When we lay down at night or find ourselves in a place of quiet, and begin to 

review our day’s encounters, we will go over those conversations that were had. And for the life of us, we 

will recall every detail, what was said, how it was spoken, who had on what, were everyone involved was, 

etc., and our minds will get caught on something that our spirit did not agree with and will find an offense 

with it, without asking the Holy Spirit to reveal the intent behind those words. And to take it further, we will 

rehearse those conversations and encounters with others, but with an attitude that was not there but how 

we perceived it.  

A few months ago, the Holy Spirit instructed me to detox my mind and at times those instructions are for-

gotten but thank God for grace and mercy for bringing things back to our remembrance!  

In closing, always use discernment, pay attention to your body, listen to the Holy Spirit, and move according-

ly. So, glad that I checked myself, because that unusual headache, went away! 
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When I returned from a recent trip, the thoughts that 

hit me, was this is a “cast out season”. And I won-

dered just what that meant. It is more than getting rid 

of some clothing or things that no longer serve a pur-

pose, it has taken me on a thorough search of some 

connections that I have made. Maybe the connection 

was supposed to be a one-time thing and was extend-

ed over a long period of time. Or perhaps the connec-

tion was because someone else was interested in it 

and mentioned it to me and I just went along with it, 

nevertheless it’s time to break those connections. 

There is a huge concern as to who has my attention or 

shall I say who has access to me.  

This driving force behind going further in looking at 

my attachments came after having a dream that I was 

attending a ministry teaching and as I looked on their 

website, the word Cristian Religion was listed, and I 

looked up the word after waking up, because it was 

not a part of my vocabulary, (let’s just be honest). 

What I saw did not sit well with me; it’s meaning is 

that those who are general neutral followers of Christ. 

In other words, they do not identify with as male nor 

female. And then I began to wonder about those we 

follow on social media; we give them the authority to 

teach us by tuning in, and I guess what we should do 

is to ask the Holy Spirit to reveal to us who to tune 

into and when! There are times that I have been led to 

tune into specific ministers and then there are those 

periods that I am not. And from what my inbox 

looked like; it was all about marketing. General 

emails sent to thousands of people with phrases that 

did not know me or could meet me where I was.  

 

 

It was bothering my spirit and had been for a 

while to this last time, I begin to hit the unsub-

scribe and the unfollow buttons, and it feels 

good. My closet is looking better, my emails 

are not in the thousands, and I don’t have to 

feel guilty about not hitting the like button for 

those lives.  

I’m not saying that they are not hearing from 

God, cause only He will reveal that, what I am 

saying is that there is a need for me to get to 

the person that is speaking to where I am and 

not misidentify me! And this could work in 

two ways, if a person does not know who they 

are, they will adapt to whatever was spoken 

and therefore out of the Will of God for their 

lives. Then there is the side of spiritual war-

fare, because if a person does on fact know 

just who they are in Christ and the spiritual 

leader is trying to convince you otherwise, 

then there is confusion in the camp which will 

be seen as rebellion.
