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As you may know when a person has been given 

the grace to mature within their Christian walk, it 

comes along with more responsibilities which will 

cause a shift within the way one would normally 

operate.  

The shift of spiritual growth will cause a ripple 

within the natural simply because this new shift 

requires more than the last shift. A part of grow-

ing spiritually is shifting and stretching which 

should cause us to evaluate how we currently do 

things and then find a way to include our new re-

sponsibilities. Sometimes we tend to struggle with-

in the places that God is taking us  because we fail 

to stretch with the shift. The shift in your spiritual 

maturity is meant to stretch you in the natural, 

there should not be an imbalance; in other words, 

look for areas that are malnourished.  

I keep hearing these words “stretch with the shift’. 

Yes it is out of what you would normally do, but 

even as a baby is growing they stretch! When clay 

is being molded, it is stretched until it’s desired 

shape has been satisfied! When making our beds, 

we stretch the fitted sheet to cover the mattress at 

all four corners. We could go on and on with dif-

ferent scenarios about stretching but can totally 

miss the main point. God has a desire that we all 

grow unto spiritual maturity; which causes for 

growth spurts, which are stretched from the origi-

nal seed. And so, even as I wrote that last phrase, I 

could see the seed and the sprout of the lentils 

bursting out, being pushed out from within the 

core of the seed, in order to grow unto its full po-

tential. Even the seed has to make some adjust-

ments, going from being packaged, to being placed 

in the ground to being watered and rested, and 

pruned, and watched…………………. My God!  

 

And so, yes you have been in a 

shift, a spiritual growth but in order 

for you to fully operate in the shift, 

it is time to make some adjustments. 

You can no longer do life the same! 

It is time to fine tune what is going 

on in your spirit with what is going 

on in the natural, allow these two 

things to become balanced.  And 

just when you began to become 

comfortable, God will send another 

growth spurt, another shift and 

along with more stretching! So, 

stop complaining and fighting 

against the growth and learn to 

stretch with it! Trust me, it will              

become a lost less  painful! 

Dearly, beloved, be found in His  

presence today, evaluate those mal-

nourished areas in your life and 

readjust to match where you have 

grown in the spirit 
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The setting of how many are gathering in the 

sanctuary has changed dramatically and if 

you would allow me the grace to go further 

to say that the change is not over, nor will 

things go back to the way they once were as 

it was never meant too. In fact, if we would 

pay attention to the Word of God, then we 

will find that the way people once gathered 

went through a change/shift as well. If you 

can take notice, the word sanctuary was used 

instead of the words “the church”, because 

we, those that believe in their hearts and con-

fess with their mouths that God gave His on-

ly begotten Son so that those who might be-

lieve in Him should have ever lasting life, 

Jesus Christ took it further and stated “if you 

love me, keep my commandments, and how 

we must be connected in Him in order for us 

to be connected to God the Father. So, yes 

the way the church gathers together has shift-

ed, and if I may say this, although the sheep 

may wandered off, the Shepard must remain! 

Many sanctuaries have had to down-

size, some have had to close, many 

sheep have wandered to other pastures, 

some have gone back into the world, 

the point is that there are a lot of varia-

bles when it comes to the shifting of a 

ministry. Yet I believe that God will 

always warn us before things transpire, 

but did we miss it.  

Many Shepard’s were instructed to 

shift before the shift came but did not 

because it would have pulled them 

from a traditional platform of comfort. 

Many did not understand that the Mes-

sage of God, meaning His Word will 

never change,  
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yet the methods will, and so many ideas 

were rejected because our minds were stuck 

behind the four walls, when in fact Jesus 

instructed us to go out into all of the world.  

Well, let us face some of issues that are not 

new in ministry but are loud for this season. 

1. Lack of attendance for scheduled in per-

son services. 2. Lack of interest of the min-

istry, even when present. 3. Lack of finan-

cial support for the ministry. 4. The Shepard 

is looking for fresh souls to minister too, 

but there are no new physical faces in the 

crowd.  

Now that we have taken a look at a few of 

the things that the Shepard has to face, let 

us take a look at some solutions. 1. Consult 

God! How are you being led within the 

ministry? If you missed the warning, re-

pent, and ask the Holy Spirit to bring it 

back to your remembrance, wait for further 

instructions and move in and by faith. 2. 

Evaluate what the ministry has to offer for  

those that are in person and for those 

that are connected to the ministry 

online. 3. Do you offer online access 

to the ministry? What about a month-

ly ministry newsletter? This would 

include a bible study teaching, and 

other highlights of how the ministry 

is growing. Let those that have not 

returned to the ministry in the physi-

cal,  know that you miss them and 

that they are still connected, not be-

cause of their membership to your 

local assembly but because we are 

the church and are made up of many 

members of His Body! 4. Expand the 

ministry with a weekly radio podcast, 

this will expand your reaching of 

souls within different states and re-

gions, a part of getting out of the four 

walls of comfort and tradition.  
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5. Become covenant partners with a nursing home within your city and beyond, you 

can send the monthly news letters to these partners as well as greeting cards. And what 

about the homeless shelters, the prison, etc.? As you can see our list has the potential of 

growing, the point is this, as Shepard, don’t get frustrated and feel that you need to 

throw in the towel because the familiar faces won’t show up, because there is still plen-

ty of work for you to do.  Does the church’s neighborhood know that you are present? 

The building is there, yes the sign is outside and the vehicles are in the parking lot but 

do they know you. Send them a card with words of encouragement from the ministry, 

let them know that you are keeping them in prayer, find out what the neighborhood is 

need of and find out how your ministry can fulfill some of those resources. The greatest 

of all is going to be Godly LOVE. 

A couple of years ago, we were invited to assist a ministry prepare for their Pastoral 

Training Session’s Seminar, and we created the following chart to assist in gathering 

data from each associated Pastor prior to the session, with this method, the instructor 

could develop a guide in how to share/guide those in attendance. We hope that you too 

will find it beneficial for your ministry.

Now, there are option on printing; black and white copies are cheaper and if printing 

large quantities, then the suggestion would be to go to a local printing company. Or, maybe 

your ministry has its own industrial sized office printer that can meet the need. Next just 

print, fold & distribute! The same is for ministry tracks. Each track ca cover a variety or 

separate scripture text, use these for new members and for outreach. Personalize everything 

by creating different label sizes, for envelopes, folders, gift bags. Create business cards and 

brochures for the ministry. Keep in mind, this is 

based off of how much you intend to distribute & 

how often. It does not matter the size of the                

ministry, it is the impact of what you deliver!

Not only that but, there has been a cut off time for my work 

day, no more sitting at the computer till 1 or 2 am and then again at 9 am. We live and we 

learn! So it is ok to evaluate and reroute your scheduled so that you too cand find some bal-

ance in your life. This will keep you refreshed & renewed for the work that is sure to be 

ahead of you!

Steadfast-

ness; constancy; fixedness; as the firmness of a purpose or resolution; the firmness of a man, 

or of his courage; firmness of mind or soul. Certainty; soundness; as the firmness of notions or 

opinions. 

Need we go on! Right now, the stakes are high. We have been given a Promise of Birthing of 

some great things that God will bring forth for the kingdom through those that have become will-

ing vessels, stand firm on the Word of God! When we have nothing else to go on, and when all 

seems as if nothing is happening; Stand Firm on the WORD of God!

Stand therefore, having your 
loins girt about with truth, and having on the breastplate of righteousness. And your feet shod with the 

preparation of the gospel of peace. 15. Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith, ye shall be able to 
quench all of the fiery darts of the wicked. 17. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spir-
it which is the word of God.
