We have two (2) Utility Construction Permit Applications for consideration at the regularly scheduled December 14, 2023 Board Meeting.

(1) Request from Hotwire Communications to direct bore one 2” HDPE conduit for fiber optic cable under north relief canal along the West ROW of 58th Avenue.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit application subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions.

Request from Hotwire Communications to install fiber optic cable along 27th Avenue from the South Boundary of district (county line) northerly through the 17th Street crossing including the south dike/ditch, sub-laterals B-10-E (21st Street) and B-9-E (17th Street) canals.

We have requested revised plans meeting the district’s criteria for this project.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend approval of this permit application upon receipt of acceptable revised plans and subject to all applicable standard provisos and special conditions
On a motion made by Supervisor Tripson and second by Supervisor Barker the above permits were approved.
Secretary Gunter presented the upcoming renewal for the Florida Blue health insurance policy beginning Jan 1, 2024, the total increase is approximately 10% monthly while keeping the same coverage. The new premium will be $7059.00 per month.
On a motion made by Supervisor Lindsey and second by Supervisor Tripson the motion to renew Florida Blue health insurance passed unanimously.
Attorney Paul Amos presented hold harmless agreement for Indian River Farms Water Control District to use for Blais gate located at 74th Ave and 21st St SW. Blais gate was installed to prevent illegal dumping when Landfill is closed. Board discussed gate and how to proceed. Superintendent Gunter recommended 2-9 reflectors be installed to increase nighttime visibility.

On a motion made by Supervisor Barker and second by Supervisor Tripson motion passes unanimously to have Blais sign hold harmless agreement and allow gate on 74th Ave. and 21st St. SW.

Superintendent Gunter gave updates for ongoing work in the District with no action required by the Board at this time.

There being no further business to come before the District Board, the meeting was adjourned.
