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Notes: 
· In general, we aim to place students according to their grade level especially for Islamic Studies (eg, first graders in level 1, second graders in level 2), but some students may be in a different level for Quran and Arabic depending on the size of the class, skill level of the students, and other factors. 
· For Quran, the elementary levels (KG-5) focus on memorization and comprehension while the upper levels (6+) focus on reading and comprehension. In addition, the elementary levels have two tracks: the accelerated track memorizes more ayahs per week and will therefore memorize more surahs than the regular track. The goal is for all students to at least memorize Juz ‘Amma by the end of Level 5.
· Levels KG through 5 also receive a set of Quran “sight words” to improve their reading fluency and comprehension.
