| seem to be saying these words more often: “I remember when”. Here are some examples: | remember
when school was hardly ever called off (I grew up in northeast Ohio in a place called the “snow belt”. Let me
just say we got a lot of snow and cold), | remember when everything at school was on paper and the teachers
handed things back graded within a couple of days, | remember when the church was full of people, | remem-
ber when Sunday school had many children in the classrooms. | could go on. Do you remember when? What
do your remembrances look like? Sometimes, probably many times, our memories betray us, don’t they? The
interesting thing is that if you talk to five people about their remembrances of a specific event there will be
five difference accounts of how the event is remembered.

Why do you say those words: | remember when...”? Are they words that bring you back to the past? Are the
remembrances good or challenging ones? Do you reflect and say those words to bring joy and happiness to
your life today? | wonder.

On February 14 — Ash Wednesday — Valentines Day — we will once again come to worship to remember. As a
part of the liturgy the imposition of ashes and the words: “remember that you are dust and to dust you shall
return”. That can be a frightening thought, can’t it? | am dust and | will return to dust! The remembrance is a
recognition that God is God, and we are not. The Lenten season is a time to remember and to celebrate our
creatureliness. Yes, God is Good and we are not AND God loves us AND God forgives us AND God reminds us
of this love daily in life.

So, one of the things | have been trying to do when | find myself saying the words: | remember when... is to
be thankful/ grateful for today. That remembrances are good things, but we also live in the here and now —
moment by moment and each moment is filled with blessings from God.

So, as you embark on the Lenten journey of remembrances, don’t forget to thank God for today and all the
possibilities for blessing as the day proceeds.
