FOOD AND BEVERAGE STAFF

Be conscious of these signs indicating a guest may be a victim of human trafficking.
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ANYONE..... can be trafficked regardless of class, education, gender,
or age when forcefully coerced or lured by false promises.

GENERAL INDICATORS
e Patron entertaining a minor at the bar or restaurant that they did not come in with originally.
e Individuals waiting at a table or bar and picked up by a male (trafficker or customer).
e Patron claims to be an adult although appearance suggests he/she is a minor.
e Individuals asking staff or patrons for food or money.
¢ Individuals loitering and soliciting male patrons.

e Individuals taking cash or receipts left on tables.
