COPE 71647-PH – 2hr

EyeCare Update – Part I by Melton & Thomas

This course is approved for FL board TQ
The Melton-Thomas team discuss some of the common and not-so-common disorders often seen in the primary care optometric practice. Current information and recommendations are discussed regarding approved drugs and treatment modalities as well as off-label use of drugs.
COPE 71648-PH 2 hr
EyeCare Update – Part II by Melton & Thomas
This course is approved for FL board TQ
Challenges in treating a variety of common and not-so-common disorders often seen in the primary care optometric practice are shared in a clinical rounds format. Discussion of these clinical cases will enhance the ODs expertise in caring for the gamut of problems seen in optometric offices. The differential diagnosis and medical management options of each case will be discussed.
COPE 74107-GL 3hr – D Gupta
Case Studies in Glaucoma
The management of glaucoma requires the clinician to make an ongoing series of decisions that start with the initiation of therapy and continue as the patient is followed over time. Using case presentations, this course reviews the different clinical decisions that face the optometrist managing glaucoma and discusses alternatives for each decision. This course will explain the assessment of the optic nerve, retinal nerve fiber layer and visual field in watching for change, which instruments come into play, and how each enables the clinician to monitor for progression.

A Review of Pharmacology for Optometrists by Pinakin Davey (TQ)
This course is approved for FL board TQ
This 2hour course will provide a comprehensive review and update on the use of therapeutics in ocular disease by optometrists.  It will include both oral and topical.

An OD Guide to Diabetes, Including Ocular Manifestations
This 1hour course will discuss the diagnosis and management of diabetes along with a review of ocular complications including diabetic retinopathy

COPE 71150-PS – P Davey 1hr
Management of Dry AMD Beyond AREDS - 1hr
This course will cover issues related to the diagnosis and management of individuals at risk of age related macular degeneration.   It will cover the use of AREDs-2 Age related eye disease study supplements and data in prevention of progression of AMD.
COPE 74017-AS – P Davey 1hr

Corneal Cross-Linking:  What Should an Optometrist Know?
This course will discuss the role of corneal cross linking for patients with keratoconus.
