LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, MAY 09, 2023
CALL TO ORDER:  Supervisors Richard Brown and Gene Wier were in attendance along with Secretary Janice Hearne and Treasurer Alison Emmons.  Lou Simone was not in attendance.  Richard Brown called the BOS I Meeting to order at 7:30 PM.  Charlie Rodgers, Diane Henryson, Rich Henryson, Jan McHenry and Stephen McHenry were in the audience.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:  Stef Wrigley with Parkesburg Library was recognized.  She distributed Library materials and gave an update on Parkesburg Library offerings in the form of amenities and activities.  Additionally she thanked the Board and Township residents for their financial support to the Library – past and present.  Richard Brown asked if the Library had seen increased use by patrons since Covid?  Stef responded that “Yes, the Library has seen increased numbers”.  The Board thanked Stef and the Library staff for their continued service to the community.
BOS I MINUTES OF APRIL 11, 2023:  Richard Brown made a MOTION to approve the April 11, 2023 Minutes as submitted.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 in favor.  

TREASURER’S  REPORT – APRIL, 2023:  Treasurer Alison Emmons explained the 2022 Audit has been completed, the Liquid Fuels audit was accepted, and the ARP Report has been filed.   The BOS reviewed the May Treasurer’s Report.
MALVERN BANK CD RENEWAL:  A CD matured with a current balance of $212,663.79 matured on 05-10-2023 and was automatically rolled-over for an additional 6 months.

ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION:  Richard Brown mentioned that there are two auditing positions on the ballot on May 16th Primary Election Day.  These will be write-ins.  Alison Emmons explained write-in candidates will need at least 10 votes to secure the position of Auditor.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – APRIL, 2023:   Bill Beers submitted his Report and Richard Brown read excerpts from the Report as follows:  There were four (4) Building Permits issued with three (3) building permits pending. There were two (2) exempt Storm Water Permits issued.  Total permit fees collected were $504.50.  Three (3) Use and Occupancy permits were issued with two (2) regular U&O’s issued and one (1) resale U&O issued.  A total of six (6) various construction inspections were conducted.  The Fernwood Bridge supplemental information for the proposed bridge replacement was turned down due to the cost ($390,000).  Currently PEMA is only allowing $75,000 for repairs.  
The next Zoom call with PEMA/FEMA is scheduled for 05-10-2023.   Richard Brown will talk with Tom Scott of Highland Township to determine if the repairs can be accomplished with less expense.   Mr. Beers is working with Stacey Fuller regarding an Intensive Agriculture operation for chicken houses on Faggs Manor Road in the RA-2 Zoning District.  Additionally, he is resolving a permit issue for a second dwelling at 266 White Horse Road in the AP Zoning District.

Additional Discussion:  A complaint was received by the Township regarding a large number of roosters on Daleville Road.  Richard Brown will discuss this matter with Mr. Beers.
B. ROADMASTER:  Darryl King has mowed all Township road banks.  Currently the mower requires additional repairs,   Mr. King is ordering parts and will have the mower repaired soon.  Further, Mr. King is awaiting approval from PennDOT prior to putting the 2023 Road Repairs out for bids.  The bids should go out next week.  
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  Lou Simone presented a check (authorized from ARP Funds - $1,407.55) to the Octorara Little League for the AED emergency medical device on Saturday, April 15th.  The Little League thanked the Township for their generosity.  
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  The PC did not meet in April and the May Meeting will be cancelled.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in April nor will it meet in May.
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  The Historical Committee met on Tuesday, April 25, 2023 with Minutes submitted by presiding Vice-Chair Kevin Witman.  Richard Brown discussed excerpts of the Minutes with the audience.  The Committee is looking into ideas for LDT participation in the 2025-2026  250th Celebration.  As a contribution to  and in honor of the Celebration, it was suggested the Boy Scouts might be interested in doing research on individual Revolutionary War vets buried in Faggs Manor Cemetery.  Recently Stephen McHenry has completed a deed search on the Marvin King property which turned up a number of interesting historical facts regarding property sales prior to Marvin King’s land purchase.  Stephen’s next project will be to research Bootsie Pannell’s property.  Diane Henryson noted there is a new book written by Kathleen Hood Long titled “Where Are The Cowboys?”.  To purchase the book interested parties may do so through the Historical Committee for $35.00.  Checks should be written to the Brandywine Conservancy and submitted to the Township or the Committee by May 23rd.  After this date anyone wishing to purchase a copy of the book should do so through Amazon.  The next HC meeting will take place on Tuesday, May 23rd at 7:00 PM.  
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website as necessary.  He reports there have been no other employment applicant responses.
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATIONS:  Gene Wier explained the Committee met with Tim Cassidy to discuss a proposal.  He will email the proposal to the BOS and Township office.  There will be a zoom meeting on 
Thursday, May 18th to discuss the Bernardon proposal further prior to sending it out for formal bids.
B. ROUTE 796 CROSSWALK UPDATE:  Richard Brown continues to work on this.
C. ROUTE 41 AND ROUTE 926 ROUNDABOUT CONFIGURATION UPDATE:  The Township received updated information on the lighting for the roundabout from Steve Fellin of PennDOT. Three light poles have been eliminated from the original plan and will be attached directly to the nearest utility pole.  An updated lighting plan will be forwarded to the Township.
D. PERSONNEL – DocSTAR DATA ENTRY CLERK / ASSISTANT SECRETARY:  Gene Wier shared that there have been no responses to the website postings.  Richard Brown noted this topic will be tabled until Lou Simone returns.
E. NEW DALEVILLE TOWING UPDATE:  Richard Brown tabled this topic until Lou Simone returns..
NEW BUSINESS:
A. PSATS’ CONFERENCE UPDATE:  After a 3 year hiatus for Covid Alison Emmons attended the PSATS Conference as a delegate from Londonderry Township.  She reported there were 182 Resolutions, most of which passed, and in general concerned issues PSATS is interested in presenting to the PA legislature.  In general some of the PSATS concerns center around the PA State Police double dipping; Liquid Fuel funds; and unfounded mandates.
B. PSATS SOLAR FARM ORDINANCE COMPARISON WITH 2012 LDT SOLAR ORDINANCE:  Alison noted PSATS is pushing Townships to re-examine any existing solar ordinances in an effort to enact a “good” comprehensive ordinance.  It appears PA is seeing huge solar farms being  constructed, then abandoned and costing Townships serious money to clean up the decaying structures.  PSATS is encouraging Townships to make sure there is escrow incorporated in the ordinance to allow for clean-up should the solar company go out of business.  Richard Brown noted for Township’s like Londonderry, we want to promote both solar energy AND agriculture.  Not always are these two goals compatible.  The residents of LDT will need to determine how to proceed in the future.  He noted usually the energy companies secure a permit with a secondary company providing the construction.  An escrow to provide funds to dismantle the solar farm when necessary is crucial.  It must be remembered that a Township cannot exclude certain entities from coming into the Township, but they can be regulated as to where, how and to what extent the activity may proceed. 
Alison shared that a recent article noted 40% of solar projects have gone bad.
C. CHESTER COUNTY HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM – OPT IN / OPT OUT:  The Township has participated in this agreement in the past.  Unless specified by the Township in writing that a Township does NOT want to participate, it is assumed each Township has opted IN.  Richard Brown said based on the past, LDT will again Opt In.  Gene Wier agreed.
D. ORDINANCE #01-2023 STORMWATER ORDINANCE (Revised):  The three (3) Supervisors had previously been sent via email a copy of the newly revised Stormwater Ordinance.  Richard Brown made a MOTION to authorize Stacey Fuller to advertise the Revised Stormwater Ordinance  (which will be marked Ordinance #01-2023 upon BOS approval) for an Ordinance Hearing prior to the June 13, 2023 BOS I Meeting.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.
