LONDONDERRY TOWNSHIP (LDT)
BOARD OF SUPERVISORS’ (BOS I) MEETING MINUTES
TUESDAY, AUGUST 08, 2023
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CALL TO ORDER:  At 7:30 PM Supervisor Lou Simone opened the Meeting.  Supervisors Lou Simone and Gene Wier were in attendance along with Secretary Janice Hearne, Treasurer Alison Emmons and newly hired Assistant Secretary, Helen Romano.  Charlie Rodgers, Rich and Diane Henryson as well as Jan and Stephen McHenry were in the audience.  Richard Brown was not in attendance.
PUBLIC COMMENTS – Lou Simone introduced Helen Romano to the audience as the Township’s new Assistant Secretary.  The audience welcomed Mrs. Romano to our Township family.  Diane Henryson was asked if she would like to give her presentation at this time, but deferred until the Historical Committee portion of the Agenda/Meeting.
BOS I MINUTES OF JULY 18, 2023:  Lou Simone tabled this item until the September BOS Meeting because Gene Wier was not in attendance at the July meeting.
TREASURER’S  REPORT – JULY, 2023:  Alison Emmons noted the largest expense in July was the heating and air conditioning conversion from oil to propane installed by Summer's and Zim’s on July 26, 2023.  The new heating system is located in the same attic area as previously.  Lou Simone requested  Secretary Hearne contact Premium Power regarding the oil in the buried oil tank.
TOWNSHIP REPORTS:
A. ZONING OFFICER / BUILDING INSPECTOR REPORT – JULY, 2023:  Lou Simone read excerpts from the July Report as follows:  There were five (5) Building Permits issued with three (3) building permits pending. There was one (1) exempt Storm Water Permit issued.  Total permit fees collected were $2,295.50.  There were three (3) Use and Occupancy permits issued and a total of ten (10) various construction inspections conducted.  Fernwood Bridge Bid Package:  Mr. Beers submitted a DRAFT Fernwood  Road Bridge packet for the Scour Repair and Enhancement Project dated August, 2023.   Morales Property:  The Miguel Morales property was sold for $650,000.00.  Mr. Beers sent the requirements for a U&O and repairs to the Real Estate Agent.   Sheehan Property:  The Sheehan property is being cleaned up by Mrs. Sheehan.  So far 12 cars have been removed.    Additional cars, scrap metal and other junk are being removed.  A letter containing a list of requirements to clean up the property was given to Mrs. Sheehan.  Bill Beers’ Retirement:  There was discussion regarding the need to post an advertisement for a Permits and Zoning Officer.  It was suggested we should approach Highland and Upper Oxford to perhaps share the permits and zoning responsibilities / personnel.  Secretary Hearne  will approach Tom Scott of Highland and possibly Charlie Fleishman in Upper Oxford regarding sharing the cost of the advertisement.
B. ROADMASTER:  Lou Simone noted the 2023 Tar and Chip Project will commence very soon.  The 2023 Paving Project will be scheduled prior to October 31st.  Lou Simone thanked Darryl King for the great work he has performed on Township roads and trees.  Mr. King will seek to clarify road marking issues as stated in a Signal Services letter dated 07-17-2023 for the Honeycroft entrance.  
C. EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT (EM):  No report.
D. PLANNING COMMISSION (PC):  The PC did not meet in July.  The next PC Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, August 15, 2023 at 7:30 PM.,   however this meeting has been cancelled.  There will likely be a PC meeting in September.
E. OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE (OSC):  The OSC did not meet in July.  The next scheduled meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, August 16, 2023 at 5:30 PM.  This meeting will be cancelled.
F. HISTORICAL COMMITTEE (HC):  Diane Henryson presented to the Township Library a copy of Where Are The Cowboys? by author Kathleen Hood.   Mrs. Henryson explained the background of the Cowboys on the King Ranch and their contribution to the area.  She explained there is a QR code in the back of the book which will reveal additional information about the Cowboys.  As an aside, Lou Simone added that the Cowboys used to have breakfast at the Whip – back in the day.  The Historical Committee will hold a pot-luck picnic on August 22nd at Janet and Kevin Witman’s Mindy Acres residence at 5:00 PM.  There will be a short presentation of videos taken during the 275th Anniversary Celebration. 
G. WEBSITE / FACEBOOK:   Gene Wier continues to update the website as necessary.  
OLD BUSINESS:  
A. LDT MUNICIPAL BUILDING RENOVATIONS:  Steve McHenry noted he and Secretary Hearne have interviewed two security companies, with a third on Thursday, seeking proposals, estimates and information.  In addition to security, there appears to be a need to upgrade the Township Building fire alarm system.  Once the three companies have submitted their proposals, Mr. McHenry will review the results and present his findings/recommendations to the committee.  He added that the rough estimate for the project will likely be between $15,000 and $17,000.  Lou Simone noted Summer's and Zim's have converted LDT’s heating and air conditioning systems from oil to propane on 7-25-2023.  Kevin Martin of S&Z is to contact Premium (the generator vendor) to discuss changing from Kauffman Gas for refills to the propane tank.  
B. NEW DALEVILLE (ND) TOWING UPDATE:  Lou Simone noted the first email to the New Daleville HOA was lost and a second email was sent.  He is awaiting a response from HOA President, Kate Ragland.
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C. ROUTE 41 / 926 ROUNDABOUT PROJECT STTUS UPDATE:  PennDOT is moving closer to an advertisement date which is anticipated on or about September 28th with a Contractor Award date of November 2nd.  Three of the light pole locations have been changed.  An updated lighting plan will arrive soon.  Stephen McHenry asked how long before completion of the roundabout?  Mr. Simone responded perhaps March of 2025 as a guess.  

NEW BUSINESS:
A. PennDOT WINTER MAINTENANCE SERVICE AGREEMENT:  In an email dated 07-21-2023, PennDOT announced it is increasing the Maintenance rate per snow lane mile.  The email and its revision was confusing, therefore Secretary Hearne suggested sending a letter indicating LDT was interested in receiving the increase.  
B. RESOLUTION #07-2023:  BARTOLI / KAOLIN (COCHRANVILLE MUSHROOM FARM) RESOLUTION FOR PLAN REVISION FOR NEW LAND DEVELOPMENT:  
This topic was tabled until the September BOS I Meeting as the paperwork was reviewed by Spence Andress and is in  need of revisions..  
C. SCCEMS 2024 FINANCIAL SUPPORT REQUEST:  In a letter dated 08-01-2023 SCCEMS requested financial support for their services in 2024.  The requested amount for LDT in 2024 is $17,670.00.  The increase in support for 2024 is $620.00 above the 2023 contribution.  Lou Simone added he has registered for the SCCEMS meeting for Township Administrators scheduled for August 10th.  Lou Simone made a MOTION to approve the Med94 SCCEMS request for a Financial Contribution for 2024 in the amount of $17,670.00.  Gene Wier seconded the motion and the vote was 2-0 for approval.
D. MS4 CHESAPEAKE BAY EDITS AND CREDITS PURCHASE ORDER:  There are still questions to be answered on this topic, but Stacey Fuller is working on them.
