Legislative Assembly in Delhi.
On December 1928 Bhagat Singh and his two Friend Raj guru
and Sukhdev both members of a small revolutionary group.
They shot a 21-year-old British Police OFficer john Saunder in
Lahore. Who was on promotion For the British senior Police
superintendent. Bhagat Singh was convicted of the murder
of john Saunder and Channam Singh and laid in march 1931
aged 23 and became a great hero after the death.
Subhas Chandra Bose said that “Bhagat Singh had become
the symbol of the new awakening among the youths” Nehru
acknowledged that Bhagat Singh’s popularity was leading to
a national awakening, saying “He was a clean Fighter who
Faced his enemy in the open Field .... he was like a spark from
one end of the country to the other dispelling the prevailing
dark mess everywhere.
