Introduction of Main Speaker — In a change of usual procedures of doing business first, Sandy Zitzer introduced the
main speaker, Loren Spivack, “The Free Market Warrior” to the group. Mr. Spivack proceeded to share his insights

into American politics and Economics. Several key points include:
e It’s important to understand the “modern left.” They have no PRINCIPLES that apply to everybody all the
time. They spout their BELIEFS. The LEFT is a cult of power who want absolute control over everybody’s

lives.

e At stake right now is Freedom of Speech, the Justice System, and Capitalism (vs. Socialism).

These are parodies
of some of Dr. Seuss’s books, including: The New Democrat, The Glorax, The Wizard of 1z, and Kamelot (a
satire on the Biden Administration).
