“TURN TO THE LORD”

Isaiah 55:6-7

Salvation is for those who ‘receive’ forgiveness of sins
and are blessed with God’s Holy Spirit. God will do this when
we “turn” or “return” to Him with a willingness to obey and
worship Him!

In the beginning man was created in the image of God,
in His righteousness and holiness (Genesis 1:26-27). Man
sinned and so continues to “fall short” of God’s glory (Romans
3:23). Now, in Christ, a man can live again. The fallen man can
be re-made in the image of Christ. While believers are charged
to change their lifestyles, the fact that we are created anew in
Christ, reminds us that God is the primary producer of this
change (Ephesians 4:24).

Paul described those who are perishing as living “in
the futility of their thinking” (Ephesians 4:17). Futility is vanity,
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people living purposeless lives who have not turned to God.
They are “darkened” in their understanding, because of igno-
rance. They choose to “ignore” and not know God, a willful de-
nial—(See Acts 14:15; Cf. Romans 1:21-24). All of this lends to a
lack of care or concern for morality and immoral behavior that
marks the norms of our present day. The truth is they refuse to
“fear” or “worship” the Lord!

One major difference between a Christian and those
who are perishing is repentance! Repentance is a decision
prompted by the truth of why we need to believe and obey God.
The idea is “to turn” and “return” to the Lord with an obedient
willing heart to do His will and he will abundantly pardon!
