PTG is made up of a group of dedicated parent volunteers. As a parent of an enrolled student, you are a
valued member of the PTG! All parents are welcomed to attend our monthly meetings and participate in
any subcommittee as a volunteer. There are many ways to be involved in our school and your child’s
educational career.

What We’ve Accomplished

Our 100 Mile Kick-off Event/Trike-a-Thon raises approximately $2,000 per year in which a portion
of the proceeds are donated to Mary’s Mercy Center.

Harvest Hoedown and Saints Gala our two biggest fundraisers of the year collectively raise on
average $52,000. Last year these profits helped complete our S.T.E.A.M lab and library renovation.
Box Top for Education Program raises approximately $300-5$400 per year

Scholastic Book Fair raises $1,600 on average in scholastic dollars for school to use for equipment,
supplies and books.

We are proud that 10% of all funds raised throughout the year goes into our schools Tuition
Assistance Fund.
