The KCSO patrols emphasized traffic and rules of the road enforcement. This included daytime
school zone patrols as well as speed enforcement on Fairwood Blvd.

The monthly Securitas report showed no significant trends in any of the reporting categories.
The new Securitas vehicle (Ford Escape SUV) is now in service.

External Affairs: Cathryn Hummel

On November 16", two members of the Board attended the King County Department of Local
Services’ first Community Service Area Summit. About 10 months ago, King County created the new
department to serve unincorporated areas of King County. The members of that Department spent
time with many members of areas of unincorporated King County to reflect on progress and discuss
how to refine and enhance services to these areas. The members of the Board were the only
representatives from the Fairwood area and tried to voice the concerns of the members of our
community to the best of our abilities. Concerns that have been expressed in our community are not
unique issues. Many other areas around the County are experiencing similar issues and the Local
Services Department is willing to listen and improve where they can. If you have specific items for the
King County Local Services Department you are encouraged to reach out to them.

Several members of the community have reported to the Board concerns over sidewalk repairs that
King County has completed over the past few months. On behalf of all homeowners, | have been in
contact with King County Roads to try to gain resolution to the concerns that have been brought forth.

eAny other important information that may need to be relayed to the crews about the area or the
problem.

King County received public comments about speeding on part of SE Petrovitsky Road.
The County studied typical speeds, the number of intersecting streets and driveways,
and collision data and are now proposing to reduce the speed limit from 50 to 45 mph
between SE 184th Street and SE Lake Youngs Road. If approved, this speed reduction
would take effect at the end of January 2020.
