



PARKLAND BASEBALL BOOSTER CLUB BYLAWS

ARTICLE I – This organization will be known as the PARKLAND HIGH SCHOOL

BASEBALL BOOSTER CLUB (hereafter “Club”).

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE

SECTION A. The “Club” is a non-political organization that exists to support the Parkland High School varsity and junior varsity baseball teams: financially, through fundraising to make reasonable funds available for the teams through various programs. The “Club” will emphasize sportsmanship and participation in baseball that are important to the mental and physical development of the student athlete.

ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP


The “Club” is comprised of parents, relatives and friends of the 


Parkland High School Baseball program, participants, coaches and

administrators.

ARTICLE IV – DUES


SECTION A - The “Club’s” Officers will establish annual dues.  



SECTION B – Dues shall be paid to the Treasurer once annually.



SECTION C – The fiscal year of the “Club” will be April 30 – March 1.

ARTICLE V – MEETINGS

SECTION A – General meetings of the membership will be held the third

 Monday of each month at 7:00 pm. The President shall

 establish the time and location of said meetings. The  

 President may call other meetings at such time as deemed

 necessary.

SECTION B –  Monthly general meeting reminders shall be posted on the   

  website (www.eteamz.com/parklandbaseball) and any

  other means of notification may be used (i.e. email).

ARTICLE VI – OFFICERS

SECTION A –  Officers of the “Club” will be current members and shall

                          include a President, Vice President, Secretary and

Treasurer. Said Officers will be elected annually at the August meeting.  A slate of candidates will be nominated at the June meeting, and others may be nominated through the end of June.  Each will be contacted prior to the August meeting and will have agreed to serve if elected. Any candidate may also nominate himself/herself for office.

SECTION B – The President will be the chief executive officer of this



 “Club”. He/She will be responsible for: presiding at all 




 meetings of the club’s officers and of the membership;



 general and active management of the business of the 



 “Club”; be co-signer on the “Club’s” checking account;

 provide general supervision of all officers and insure that

 the duties of all officers are performed properly; keep the

 membership informed of all the clubs operations.



 The President will appoint all committees.

SECTION C – The Vice President will be vested with all the powers and 




 will perform the duties of the President when the President



 is unable or unavailable for any reason. In the event the 



 President is absent from any meeting, the Vice President


 
 will preside, and if neither the President or Vice President 



 is present, the Treasurer will preside and if the President,



 Vice President and the Treasurer is not present the

 Secretary will preside. The Secretary will perform other

 duties prescribed by the President.

SECTION D – The Secretary will attend all meetings of the “Club” 



 and of the Officers, act as clerk to record all votes and 



 minutes of the proceedings. The Secretary will post a

 notice of all general meetings on the website. The

 Secretary will perform other duties prescribed by the

 President.

SECTION E – The Treasurer will attend all meetings of the association,



have charge of the collection of funds due the “Club” and

will deposit said funds. Any check written in the “Club’s”

name must have the signature of the Treasurer or President. The Treasurer will maintain a complete and accurate accounting of the finances of the “Club” and be prepared to present a report on the same at each general meeting of the membership or at any time upon request of the President.  The Treasurer will perform other duties prescribed by the President.

     
SECTION F – New Officers will be elected at the general meeting in




 August.


SECTION G -  New Officers will assume their positions and duties at the




 August general meeting.

ARTICLE VII – MEMBERSHIP



 Each member in good standing with dues paid has a right

 to vote.

ARTICLE VIII – BY-LAWS




Changes to the bylaws can occur once per year, unless the

board feels that there are special circumstances. In either situation the Board will review the request and present to the general Membership for a vote at the September General meeting or as required by special circumstances. Annual changes to the bylaws are to be requested in writing and presented to an Officer for review with the Officers at least twenty (20) days prior to the September meeting.

The Secretary will post the bylaw change proposals on the website.  Changes to the bylaws will require two-thirds majority vote by those in attendance to be approved.

ARTICLE IX – DISPUTES



SECTION A.  Any unresolved question or dispute regarding 





interpretation of these bylaws shall be settled in





accordance with ROBERTS RULES OF ORDER.
