Scriptures: 
1 Samuel 26 v24:   “And behold, as thy life was much set by this day in mine eyes, so let my 

    life be much set by in the eyes of the Lord, and let him deliver me out of 

    all tribulation.” 

 

Matthew 13 v21:  “Yet hath he not root in himself, but dureth for a while, for when tribulation 

or persecution ariseth because of the word, by and by he is offended.” 

 
Matthew 24 v21-22:   (v21) “For then shall be great tribulation, such as was not since the beginning 

              of the world to this time, no, nor ever shall be.” 

 

    (v22) “And except those days should be shortened, there should no flesh be 

              saved: but for the elect’s sake those days shall be shortened.” 
 

Matthew 24 v29:   “Immediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened,  

    and the moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, 

    and the powers of the heaven shall be shaken.” 
 
St. John 16 v33: “These things have I spoken unto you, that in me ye might have peace.  In 

the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome 

the world.”  

 
Acts 14 v22: “Confirming the souls of the disciples and exhorting them to continue in  

the faith, and that we must through much tribulation enter into the  

kingdom of God.” 

 

Romans 5 v3: “And not only so, but we glory in tribulations also knowing that tribulations 

worketh patience.” 
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Scriptures Continued: 
 

Romans 8 v35:   “Who shall separate us from the love of Christ, shall tribulation …” 

(Line 1 & 2) 

 
 

1 Thessalonians 3 v4:   “For verily, when we were with you, we told you before that we should suffer 

    tribulation; even as it came to pass, and ye know.” 
 
Revelations 1 v9, first half:  “I John, who also am your brother, and companion in tribulation…” 

 
Revelations 7 v14:  “…These are they which came out of great tribulation, and have washed their 

robes, and made them white in the blood of the lamb.” 

 

Matthew 3 v12:  “Whose fan is in his hand, and he will thoroughly purge his floor, and gather 

his wheat into the garner…” 

 

Revelation 12 v1-2:  (v1) “And there appeared a great wonder in heaven, a woman clothed with the sun, 

       and the moon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve stars.” 

 

(v2) “And she being with child cried, travailing in birth, and pained to be  

       delivered.” 

 
Hebrews 8 v10-11:   (v10) “For this is the covenant that I will make with the House of Israel after 

             those days, saith the lord: I will put my laws into their mind, and write  

                                                 them in their hearts; And I will be to them a God and they shall be to  

                                                 me a people.” 

 

         (v11) “And they shall not teach every man his neighbor, and every man is  

            his brother, saying, Know the Lord, for all shall know me from the least  

           to the greatest.” 

  

 

Unto my beloved HOZ (and all those whom stand with HOZ against the very gates of hell): 

 

 Be it known that this is our hour of deliverance.  God has made it known unto me that he has placed us all in a Matrix 

as prophesied by James T. Webb.   Before going further let us first examine the word matrix.  Webster’s definition on 

the term matrix means,  

 

1. That within, which something originates or takes form,  

2. A die or mold for casting or shaping, and 

3. The womb or uterus. 

 

Now please compare Webster’s definition with Rev. 12 v2: “And she, being with child cried travailing in birth and 

pained to be delivered.”   Here is that which Bro. Webb referred to as the matrix, which is the birth canal, or birth 

process in respect to the deliverance of the Wave Sheave.  
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As always, we reference our studies with that word given unto the Prophet Webb on the subject of deliverance.  Taken 

from his letter to the church entitled, The Duel Birth, the Prophet had this to say: 

 

“Now the Lord talked to Nicodemus, to enter the kingdom one must be born again, and before  

he is born one must first be begotten.  And the whole transaction is by the spirit of God and the  

word of God.  Therefore, all is mothered by the Wisdom of God (Matt 11 v19: “Wisdom is  

justified of her children.” Also, note Gen 3 v15 and Rev 12 v17.)”  

 

“The transaction is that the spirit is imputed into your body, by which you are transformed:  

a new spiritual body of youth and beauty.  Ezekiel 36 v26: “A new heart also will I give you,  

and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will  

give you an heart of flesh.”   Job 33 v25: “His flesh shall be fresher than a child’s: he shall return  

to the days of his youth.” 

 

“This is how one is born of the spirit. This transaction by which the body is changed is done at  

the resurrection, and is at what time the living is changed while standing on their feet at the end  

of the world.  Not only are there new bodies, but also, their five senses are changed to function  

within the laws of God.  The spirit by which the bodies are changed is issued from the woman.” 

[Note: That woman being our Heavenly Mother, the Wisdom of God.] 

 

 

HOZ, I hope you are with me in the understanding that the “change” – either by resurrection or deliverance – is done 

on two parts: 

 

1. First, the individual must be begotten, which is to be conquered by the word of God; that is to say to have the 

testimony of Christ bound in your heart as in Isaiah 8 v16.  So, we note here that this individual is alive and 

standing on their feet at the end of the world: we further see that this saint is begotten by faith and obedience 

to God’s law and testimony as seen in Rev. 14 v12 and Isa. 8 v20.  [Note:  This point will be further 

addressed later on in this letter under the subtitle of, Those Days.] 

 

2. If he/she is of the resurrection, he/she goes to the grave, sealed in righteousness by repentance and faith as in 

Rev 7 v1-4.  This is the completion of phase one.  At the resurrection, he/she is given a new body…capable 

of standing on the floor of divinity.  This new body, which is adorned in the eternal spirit of God, is the 

finalizing of their eternal state; thus, completing phase two of their deliverance from the grave and death (2 

Cor. 1 v10). 

 

At this point, I humbly beseech you to look back with me at some experiences of the past that I was fortunate enough 

to share with the Prophet Webb.  These experiences, I hope, will help to illuminate our understanding even more as to 

our God’s infallible plan to rescue his wave sheave church from the clutches of the devil.  Back when we were all in 

the church, the Lord moved the Prophet Webb to tutor me after interpreting several dreams that I had had over the 

years…for reasons I understood not at the time.  I now hold that he was led to help me to understand the will of the 

Lord towards me, for he began to call me regularly to talk about spiritual matters.  As time went on, he even began to 

tell me of things he was only thinking, but could not prove by the scripture.  [He trusted me with his private thoughts 

and I betrayed him not!!] Quite frequently Bro. Webb called and asked that I come to his home or meet him at his 

garden – either just to talk, or to read to me his letters to the church that he would break down to me from beginning 

to the end and made sure I had the correct understanding of each of them.  Afterwards, I was instructed to deliver 

these letters to his secretary (Mary Roberts) to type and edit.  [I often wondered why he chose this method, in that the 

Roberts’ family lived right around the corner from him, and I a much further distance.]  Nevertheless, I enjoyed his 

trust and never questioned his motives.   
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[Note:  Allow me to state at this point, however, unbeknownst to the head elder at the time, Bro. Webb had already 

             read the messages to me and personally secured unto me perfect understanding of these messages.  Thus, 

             unknown to me, I was being groomed to see the lies and deceitful tactics of the head elder; you see, he 

             often…to my surprise… changed or added to the understanding of many of the letters when reading them  

             to the church.  Yet, my great love and respect for him during this period kept me from confronting him on 

             these issues, or even discussing them with the Prophet Webb.   This approach was taken because at the time  

             I did not want to be seen or looked upon as one who sought to come between these two men.]  

 

 

 

Two Types of Tribulation 

 

We begin, dear HOZ, by referring to our Heralding News (Letter) entitled, First the Church, then the World.  As we 

think upon our tribulations, as both a group and as individuals, let us consider the statement of the Prophet Samuel in 

1 Sam 26 v24.  We see from his statement that Samuel acknowledges that we (as saints) must await the time set for 

God to remove this condition, and hold to the hope and faith that He will.  

 

With this being said, let us now place under study these two texts of scriptures.  The first is found in St. John 16 v33, 

last part quoting, “In the world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; I have overcome the world.”   Now 

please compare this with the second found in Rev 7 v14-15.  We see in this text that our God makes it clear that our 

tribulation begins a purification process, which is indicated by the word ‘wash’.  Webster on the term ‘wash,’ means 

to ‘purify’.   HOZ, Mother Wisdom, guides our understanding that we all are both collectively and individually in a 

“sill barrow” for this purification period as seen in the vision of the Prophet Webb.  

 

 

Visions of the Prophet Webb 

  

Vision of Bro. Webb (from his letter entitled, The Holy Spirit Maketh like Water, Page 2, paragraph 1, line 2): 

  

“At this point dear saints the Lord is removing from his fold all goats, which are among his sheep.  

He is also taking out the tares from among the wheat.  This is a thrashing time for the wave sheave  

and Christ will thoroughly purge this floor from all uncleanness.  He will remove all that offends;  

even if they are dear to you as an eye or your right hand.  To us, this is praying time, for he shall  

purge them from our midst, while at the same time, he is making the final harvest to our group. I 

 had a vision to this washing, for the devil had thrown me into a sill barrow. When I had gotten  

away from it, I could see the dirt on my skin.  As I walked to the Lord’s house, I asked for the 

bathroom, at this time being very ashamed for the dirt on me.  Yet, a holy angel opened the door.   

I went to the bathroom and as I went, I could see the mother of the very clean house walking  

through the room.  In the bathroom, all things were made ready for my washing.  There was water  

in the tub and there were towels and soap; a round cake cut in half, making a twosome: because this  

is a twosome group.  Preparation is made ready for the washing of both Zebulon and Issachar, for  

our flesh must first be made clean before we can come to the table and dine.”  

 

Again, my beloved HOZ, let us all go into prayer right now and ask of God to allow the angel to open the door of 

Mother Wisdom’s home that we might go now – not tomorrow, but now to the washroom and be washed!   All of us 

are unbelievably tired, battle torn, hungry and need to take our seat at Wisdom’s table to be fed.  Amen! 
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Those Days 

 

Beloved HOZ let us all ask of God the clear-cut understanding of Matt 24 v21-22.  Already Mother Wisdom has 

caused us to understand that we must go through a period of tribulation as seen in verse 21.  Further, verse 22 

confirms that because of the elect, which we are, and because of the massive attack of the two-horned beast against us, 

this time will be shortened.  However, God has allowed us to look closer at the term used by the Lord, ‘those days’.   

We now clearly see that the term ‘those days’ is prophetical code for the time of the everlasting gospel and the new 

covenant preached by Zerubbabel.  Rev 14 v 6-7 (and also Hebrews 8 v10) states, “For this is the covenant that I will 

make with the House Israel after (those days) saith the lord. I will put my laws in their minds and write them in 

their hearts.”  Already we have been given the understanding that Zerubbabel was a testator and the doctrine of the 

new covenant was his testament.  Further we note that a testament cannot be fulfilled until the death of the testator 

(Heb 9 v16).    Therefore, I do hold that ‘those days’ (being under prophetical code) gave light to the everlasting 

gospel given to Zerubbabel. 

 

Verse 11 states, “And they shall not teach every man his neighbor, and every man his brother saying, know the 

lord, for all shall know me from the least to the greatest.”  Here is a condition caused by the rain of righteousness 

mentioned by Daniel as in Dan 9 v24 and 27.  This is the rain that places all on one accord in understanding and 

righteousness.  Thus, we now ask, how does this apply?  We know this because we already know where sinful 

impulses come from as seen in Mark 7 V21-23 and Romans 7 v5, and none of us can ever claim to have been set free 

from these thoughts and impulses – yet.  

 

Another example of this fact is, if the Tabernacle of David church had already received this condition mentioned in 

Hebrews, the spell of ungodliness would have been impossible.  They never would have been able to be deceived by 

the removal of the testimony from their doctrine because it would have been permanently written in their minds and 

hearts…making deception an impossibility.  Thus, with that light of reality, Mother Wisdom leads us to Matt 24 v29, 

line one quoting, “Immediately after the tribulation of ‘THOSE DAYS’ shall the sun be darkened.”  Here the Lord 

makes it clear that after the tribulation period, in the mind of the wave sheave – them being the first fruits unto 

salvation – and them experiencing this tribulation in the wilderness of seclusion of the mind at the hands of the dragon 

(Rev 12 v13), then shall the signs of the times indicate to the watchmen that the hour for the confirmation of the 

covenant…under the prophetic code of THOSE DAYS…has been activated by God (Apocrypha: II Edras 9 v1-5). 

 

Therefore, my sisters and brothers, I am persuaded by all that Mother Wisdom has given us and by the fact of how 

HOZ – by the power of the testimony – has thrown back to the dragon his fruitless attempt to divide us.  In addition, 

with all that the “voice” of God is allowing all of us to see with our own eyes know that we have entered into that 

“soon-to-be-shorten period” of tribulation.  Now, we must climb out of the sill barrow and acknowledge both what we 

must do as individuals, and as well as a group before our God.  Amen!
