The content of the book of the seven seals is the mysteries of God, which was an advanced, history-covering episode in 

the drama of the life of man from the Prophet Daniel to the Battle of Armageddon and then on to the new earth.  The great 

mysteries of the sealed book start from the Prophet Daniel, when the Prophet wanted to know the end of the wonders.  

The angel revealed then to him a complete knowledge of them (Daniel 8:13-14[see appendix]).  

 

Here is set before us the time given in which all of the wonders of God would be finished: starting from the cross to the 

Armageddon battle when we come to the end of the wonders, when life shall be wiped off the face of the earth.  Already 

we have made clear this great prophetical time in many of our books.  We refer you to our booklets entitled, The 

Sanctuary and the Judgment and The Prophetical Scales of Time.  Yet, we will make a proof statement of them here. 

 

The 2300 days start at the foot of the cross of Christ.  Noticing the statement of the angel on the question put to him by the 

other angel in verse 13 quoting, “Then I heard one saint speaking, and another saint said unto that certain saint 
which spake, How long shall be the vision concerning the daily sacrifice, and the transgression of desolation, to 
give both sanctuary and the host to be trodden under foot?”  This is the great mystery of God mentioned by the 

Prophet John of Revelation 10th chapter.  When you notice Daniel 8:14 saying, “And he said unto me, Unto two 

thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed.”), time is measured off in the amount of 

2300 days to the time when the Heavenly Sanctuary would be cleansed.  Here we have two thousand and three hundred 

(2300) years covering the start and finishing of the mysteries of God.  You are to notice time under code, for every day 

here means a year in prophecy (Ezekiel 4:5-6 [see appendix]).  
 
What most important is the start and finishing of this time in which all the mysteries of God in the drama of life would 

end. 

 

We cannot just say something or give some theory of man on the start and finishing of this time.  The prophecy covering 

this time must itself give us events, which starts time and also give us events, which would climax this time.  We, 

according to this prophecy, must lay our finger on the starting event of this time from history of things mentioned in 

Daniel 8:13-14[see appendix].   When we can do this, then we will have absolute facts on the time in which these 

mysteries of God are to start and finish.
