From May to the Future

Join Glamorgan Archives, Cardiff for the unveiling of a unique new art installation - ten canvas
prints of Cardiff families past and present, each with their own audio minidrama.

The family-friendly launch will include some ‘gathered listening’ to the dramas inspired by the
pictures, as well as talks from the artists, historians and archivists behind the project, which has
been made possible by funding from The National Archives.

From May to the Future combines two halves of a recent community outreach project:

In From May to Etta. with Love two local writers Danielle Fahiya and Kyle Lima crafted six
5-minute audio dramas inspired by anonymous portraits from a 1910 photo collection held by
Glamorgan Archives.
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In From Us to the Future, the contemporary Cardiff families who voiced the historical dramas
were given their own portrait shoot, and their voices captured for posterity. Both will be officially
archived.

Their pictures will join their historical counterparts on the walls of Glamorgan Archives, part of a
unique installation celebrating Cardiff past and present in all its diversity.

All ten portraits include an embedded QR code linking to an audio file taking us back to the
moment the picture was taken, ensuring that these families’ voices as well as images will be
archived for future generations to encounter.

Visitors to Glamorgan Archives can browse the pictures and scan the QR code for a time travel
experience on their phones, taking them back to some audio from the moment the photo was
taken.

From May to Etta, with Love and From Us to the Future are Applied Stories projects for
Glamorgan Archives made possible by funding from The National Archives.

Rhian Diggins, senior archivist at Glamorgan Archives said: “It's been wonderful to work with
Applied Stories, and with Cardiff families and creatives, to highlight this amazing collection of
early-20th century photographs of Cardiff’s docklands community, and bring them right up to
date through the creation of contemporary versions. We’re looking forward to sharing them with
everyone!”

Sara Griffiths, head of outreach at The National Archives said: “We are delighted to be working
with Glamorgan Archives and Applied Stories on such an innovative and exciting project. The
history of Butetown is fascinating for all people interested in migration and the longstanding
diversity of our nation. The National Archives holds collections that can provide context and
insight into the wider issues that faced families living in port cities during this wartime period.”

Fin Kennedy of Applied Stories said: “The creative team at Applied Stories have been working
on these two projects for over a year, and we’re delighted to finally be able to share them with
Cardiff and the wider world. It was a privilege and a responsibility to imagine the lives of former
Cardiff families whose identities have been lost to history. To have the opportunity to make up
for this by celebrating and archiving contemporary families has been wonderful. This unique
new permanent display at Glamorgan Archives puts them alongside each other for the first time
- and captures their voices with a mini audio drama for each.”

Tickets to the launch viewing on Weds 15 May are free but do need to be booked via Eventbrite.

Applied Stories is a digital production company making-place based audio drama, founded and

run by playwright and producer Fin Kennedy.

Glamorgan Archives is a local authority archive serving the County Borough Councils of
Bridgend, Caerphilly, Merthyr Tydfil, Rhondda Cynon Taf, Vale of Glamorgan and the City and
County of Cardiff.
