Creation is sacred, life is sacred and
especially human life is sacred. We
know that. Any four-year old child knows

that. Ancient peoples knew that.
Societies throughout time have been
aware that life is sacred and precious. It
is true that, over millennia, people have
devised creative and dastardly ways of
hurting and killing other people. But that
said, most people knew that it is wrong
to take a human life — even in societies
that offered human sacrifice knew that
it was wrong, but they were willing to do
that wrong in order to satisfy the gods or
the king or the chief, and so were willing
to participate in the killing for the
“greater good” of the society.

Since the dawn of Christianity, Western
Civilization has condemned the
indiscriminate killing of innocent human
life. In the present era, Christianity has
lost much of its influence over morality
and social mores in our world. Christian
values are no longer upheld as the
absolute truth. Truth itself is said to be
relative and not absolute. Everyone can
declare their own truth. Our modern
world is reverting to pre-Christian times
and allowing that human life is
negotiable, even disposable.

Stunningly honest and completely
callous, he admits that abortion is
murder and he’s ok with that, and any
self-respecting  pro-choice  person
should admit it. The child in the womb is
negotiable. It all depends on who is
advocating for the child. The child has
No voice, no say, no rights.

The Catholic Church teaches that the
taking of innocent human life is
intrinsically wrong. The Catechism
states: 'Since the first century the
Church has affirmed the moral evil of
every procured abortion. This teaching
has not changed and remains
unchangeable. Direct abortion, that is
to say, abortion willed either as an end
or a means, is gravely contrary to the
moral law" (CCC 2271).

The Catholic Church is the staunchest
defender of innocent human life in the
world. We, the members of the Body of
Christ, are the advocates for the
unborn child.

The line has been drawn in our society:
Life or Death.

“I have set before you life and death.
Blessings and curses.
Choose life!
so that you and your
descendants may live.”
Deuteronomy 30: 19

This is why it is so important to be in
solidarity with the pro-life movement: if
we are not standing for life, we are
allowing the choice of death to destroy
our children.
