with a minimum GPA of 2.0.

e Attach or scan the completed application only (typically page 3 through page 5); do not include the
general information pages and instructions pages.

e Unofficial High School Transcript, Home School transcript,or GED Certificate.

e A 500-word essay on the topics described below
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e Letter of recommendation on official letterhead from a teacher/guidance counselor/school administrator,
and/or employer (for GED).

e Letter of recommendation on letterhead from a community service organization

e A letter of acceptance to an institution of higher learning

e Signed Release Form (enclosed)

e Parent’s signature if a student is under 18 years old

e Prepare a letter of introduction, who you are, your accomplishments to date, your family background, and

the degree/certificate to which you are seeking. Provide a summary of how you plan to use the scholarship if

selected. Also, incorporate, how this scholarship would benefit you in giving back to your community.
e Recent professional head-shot photo (In Good Taste)
