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Fr. Doan’s Corner
Dear brothers and sisters,

A leper came to him. He fell on his knee in front of him. He pleaded with his right hand
over his mouth: “If you want to, you can heal me!” Jesus looked at him, that creature of
his, his brother, and once again he has touched with pity. He said, “Of course, | want to.
Be healed!” Having learned from what had happened to him before, he added: “Please,
don’t tell anyone except the priests you need to tell to get your health certificate.”

The man not only went to those priests, he told the story left, right, and center. And they
came again, the hundreds of thousands, looking for the easy thing — his touch — while re-
maining unchanged. They wanted to be healed like that leper, only for the surface.

It's a bit like those patient doctors sometimes speak of. Sick people who are looking for
an injection, an ointment, a powder, or a pill, but who are not willing to change the eating
and drinking habits, the smoking, the life style that is really the cause of their sickness.

We came and we still keep coming for the easy this — His touch — while remaining un-
changed. We are willing to pray for a healing, but less willing to listen to what pope Fran-
cis, tell and write about the changes to be made in this world in view of justice for all and

peace in this world.
