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There are several names | hold dear; most are the names of my own family and of those that are special to me. | suppose
it's because | know the person behind the name. You might do the same. An easy way to check is to think of a name of a
person that has been hard to live with or has done evil to you or a loved one. Now, think of someone that you have met after
that, and they have introduced themselves to you with the same name. Was there prejudice? ... a preconceived opinion or
feeling about that person? We have to overcome it immediately, because they had nothing to do with the wrong that has
happened by the previous name holder. Of course, it can go the opposite way as well; when you meet someone with the
same name as a special person in your life. The new acquaintance can be viewed with favor or in a positive light just by the
association of names.

One of the names | have come to hold dear is Uriah. It's an ancient Hebrew name and means "Yahweh (God) is my light."
Now, there are a couple different Uriah's in the Bible, but the one most written about was one of King David's "mighty men,"
an elite group of 37 warriors known for incredible skill, honor and valor. This Uriah is the reason | gave the name to my
youngest son. He was a Hittite, a people group who worshiped a false god and had a history of war with Israel since they
entered into the promised land. But being a man after God's heart, an amazing warrior, and man of honor with his own
incredible victories, David drew men of similar character unto himself, men like Uriah. So, it's unclear if Uriah was his given
name, or a declaration when he came to know the One true God, serve Israel, and fight with the Great King.

Uriah's story is an amazing yet sad story, and can be found in 2 Samuel, chapters 11 and 12, read it if you get the chance.
Here's the short version... Uriah went out to war with the army in the spring one year, but King David for some reason didn't.
One lazy afternoon, David was strolling on his palace rooftop and was overlooking the house of a beautiful woman,
Bathsheba, who was ceremonially cleansing herself. David found out it was Uriah's wife, and full of lust, he sent for her
anyway. He lay with her and she became pregnant. Realizing the situation he got himself into, he called for Uriah to come
home from the war to "give a report on the battle." David was sure Uriah would go home and enjoy his wife and all would be
good, dirt swept under the rug. But David's plan didn't work, Uriah wouldn't go home because his fellow soldiers,
commander, and the Ark of the Lord's Covenant were out in the field dwelling in tents. Not to mention, lying with his wife
would make him unclean during his time in active duty. So, he slept at the gate of the palace with David's servants being
sure to maintain his honor to God, his fellow man and king. David tried a second time with feasting and making Uriah drunk,
hoping he would lose good judgement. But honor was too ingrained, and he slept at the place of a servant once again.
David figured the only option was to kill him. So when Uriah went back to the battle, unknowingly he carried his own death
warrant, a letter to the commander of the army ordering Uriah to be put where the fighting was most intense and then
abandoned. David got his wish and paid a high price for it. Death and destruction entered into his and his children's lives.

Incredibly sad, but Uriah's story points to Jesus' life and ministry in several ways. Yahweh was Uriah's light and he lived life
according to that light. Yes, Uriah paid the highest price for his honor and faithfulness to God, but the entire world would
benefit. Because of his death his bride was free to enter legally into the king's family and become royalty. Just as you and |
can enter as the church of Christ into God's royal family by the price of His sacrifice. David repented to God and honored
Bathsheba making her his wife after she mourned her husband Uriah. The baby born from David's sin died, and he
comforted Bathsheba. She became pregnant again, but with honor, and she bore Solomon who would become the wisest
king that ever lived... amazing! She entered into the lineage and promise of Jesus Christ (the Savior of the world), because
her husband died for his righteousness.

Have a blessed week making Yahweh your light, it WILL have an eternal effect. At how big or high of a price? ...only God
knows. But no worries, you'll have an eternity to talk about it.

Supongo que es porque conozco la persona detras del nombre. Posible serias lo mismo. Una manera facil de verificar es
pensar en el nombre de una persona con la que ha sido dificil o que le ha hecho dafio a ti 0 a un ser querido. Ahora, piense
en alguien que haya conocido después de eso, y se le haya presentado con el mismo nombre. ;Hubo un prejuicio? ... una
opinién o sentimiento preconcebido sobre esa persona? Tenemos que superarlo de inmediato, porque ellos no tienen nada
que ver con el mal que le ha pasado al anterior titular del nombre. Por supuesto, también puede ir en sentido contrario;
cuando conoces a alguien con el mismo nombre de una persona especial en tu vida. El nuevo conocido puede verse con
buenos 0jos 0 de manera positiva solo por la asociacion de nombres.

Uno de los nombres que he llegado a apreciar es Urias. Es un nombre hebreo antiguo y significa "Yahvé (Dios) es mi luz".
Ahora, hay un par de Urias diferentes en la Biblia, pero el méas escrito fue uno de los "hombres valientes" del rey David, un
grupo de élite de 37 guerreros conocidos por su increible habilidad, honor y valor. Este Urias es la razon por la que le di el
nombre a mi hijo menor. Era un hitita, un pueblo que adoraba a un dios falso y tenia un historial de guerra con Israel desde
que entraron en la tierra prometida. Pero siendo un hombre conforme al corazén de Dios, un guerrero asombroso y un
hombre de honor con sus propias victorias increibles, David atrajo a si mismo a hombres de caracter similar, hombres
como Urias. Por lo tanto, no esté claro si Urias era su nombre de nacimiento o una declaracion cuando conocié al Unico
Dios verdadero, sirvi6 a Israel y luché con el Gran Rey.

La historia de Urias es una historia asombrosa pero triste, y se puede encontrar en 2 Samuel, capitulos 11y 12, [éela si
tienes la oportunidad. Aqui esta la version corta... Urias sali6 a la guerra con el ejército en la primavera de un afio, pero el
rey David por alguna razén no lo hizo. Una tarde tranquila, David paseaba por la azotea de su palacio y miraba hacia la
casa de una mujer hermosa, Betsabé, que se estaba limpiando ceremonialmente. David descubri6 que era la esposa de
Urias, y lleno de lujuria, envi6 por ella de todos modos. El se acosté con ella y ella quedd embarazada. Al darse cuenta de
la situacion en la que se habia metido, pidié a Urias que regresara a casa de la guerra para "dar un informe sobre la
batalla". David estaba seguro de que Urias volveria a casa y disfrutaria de su esposa y todo estaria bien, "barriendo la
suciedad debajo de la alfombra." Pero el plan de David no funciono, Urias no se iria a casa porque sus compafieros
soldados, comandante, y el Arca del Pacto del Sefior estaban en el campo habitando en tiendas. Sin mencionar que
acostarse con su esposa lo haria impuro durante su tiempo en servicio activo. Asi que durmié a la puerta del palacio con
los sirvientes de David, asegurandose de mantener su honor ante Dios, su préjimo y rey. David probé por segunda vez con
un festin y emborrachando a Urias, esperando que perdiera el buen juicio. Pero el honor estaba demasiado arraigado, y
volvio a dormir en el lugar de los sirvientes. David pensé que la unica opcidn era matarlo. Entonces, cuando Urias regreso
a la batalla, sin saberlo, llevé su propia sentencia de muerte, una carta para el comandante del ejército que ordenaba que
Urias fuera puesto donde la lucha era méas intensa y luego abandonado. David consigui6 su deseo y pagd un alto precio
por ello. La muerte y la destruccion entraron en su vida y la de sus hijos.

Increiblemente triste, pero la historia de Urias sefiala la vida y el ministerio de Jesus de varias maneras. Yahvé era la luz
de Urias y él vivid la vida de acuerdo con esa luz. Si, Urias pago el precio mas alto por su honor y fidelidad a Dios, pero el
mundo entero se beneficiaria. Debido a su muerte, su novia quedd libre para entrar legalmente en la familia del rey y
convertirse en realeza. Asi como tu y yo podemos entrar como iglesia de Cristo en la familia real de Dios por el precio de
Su sacrificio. David se arrepinti6é ante Dios y honr a Betsabé haciéndola su esposa después de que ella duelo su esposo
Urias. El bebé nacido del pecado de David murié y él consolé a Betsabé. Volvié a quedar embarazada, pero con honor, y
dio a luz a Salomén, quien se convertiria en el rey mas sabio que jamas haya existido... jincreible! Ella entr6 en el linaje y
promesa de Jesucristo (el Salvador del mundo), porque su esposo murié por su justicia.
