2nd Onley & Kacsmarik’s JARABICA CAPTAIN FLINT - A touch 
overawed – new to the show ring.  Full of character & a lovely 
temperament.  Good length of head, small dark eye, ears a 
touch high.  Good neck & layback ribbed up.  Shorter in back 
than 1, & I preferred overall length & outline of 1.

1st Simons’ SAREDON RED BERRY - Smart, mature & masculine 

dog of pleasing overall make & shape.  Strong clean head, dark 
expressive eye.  Good neck & layback, plenty of bone good 
feet.  Shown in good coat & order & using his ears well.  Tail 
well set on & so sound on the move.  BD 

2nd Atkin’s GENGIS KHAN - Not quite the head properties of 1.  
Good length of body, ribbed up, ex quarters & correct set on.  In 
lovely coat & texture & condition.  Moved out well enough 
behind, not so tidy coming too. 

CLASS 8 OPEN DOG (1, 0) 
1st Bamsey’s HOLBAM CELTIC WIZARD JW - This smart young 

dog is full of promise.  Not yet the finished picture, just needs 
some time.  Plenty of character and of good size.  Clean flat 
skull, small eye, ears to settle.  Racy in outlook, clean shoulder, 
good body & firm topline.  Correct set on & sound on the move.

Well-presented harsh coat, sound on the 
move.

2nd Bamsey’s CARLIAMS WITCHING HOUR - Another promising 
puppy, not as settled as 1 today.  Feminine head, eye & 
expression, lovely neck & run in.  In good coat. 

CLASS 13 JUNIOR BITCH (1, 0) 
1st  Ruffles & Williamson’s HOLBAM CELTIC ERIN - This young 

bitch has lots to like & is maturing well.  Balanced head small 
eye, using her ears well.  Pleasing neck & forehand.  Good in 
body & quarters, well set on, racy in outlook, harsh jacket.  
Moved out well enough.  Promising & close up in the challenge. 

CLASS 14 NOVICE BITCH (2, 0) 
1st Gummow’s PINLEYGREEN IRISH QUEEN - Balanced clean 

head, lovely eye & expression, ears a touch low set & not keen 
to use today.  Well-proportioned body, strong quarters & tail.  A 
touch upright.  Coat not at its best.  Moved well enough. 

2nd Lee’s MONTELLE LADY IN GOLD - Not as balanced in head 
as 1, has dark expressive eyes, ok in forehand, good length 
back & ribbed up, strong quarters, good feet.  Not settled on the 
table or on the move today. 

CLASS 15 POST GRADUATE BITCH (4, 0) 
1st Blair’s MONTCOFFER TRULY LOVE - Pleasing head, good 

eye & expression, uses her ears well.  Looks good in profile & 
proportions.  Harsh jacket & moved out well enough. 

2nd Karau’s BALIROLYAT MOLLY’S A DIVA - Presenting a clean 
typical outline & of good overall proportions.  Out of coat today. 

3rd McIver’s PINLEYGREEN GOLDEN ROCKET - Good size.  
Liked her body properties & strong well-made quarters, correct 
set on.  Good eye & expression, large heavy ears detract. 

CLASS 16 LIMIT BITCH (6, 0) - A good class down the line. 

1st Cooke’s ROYAL LADY AT MONTELLE - Lovely quality typical 
bitch of good size, in very good quality harsh coat which is well 
presented.  Full of character & animation today & shown to 
advantage.  Balanced feminine head, keen expressive eye.  
Used ears well.  Good front & substance, good body properties 
& ribbed up.  Firm topline, well-made quarters.  Racy outlook.

Slightly longer than 1, good forehand & balanced 
quarters, correct set on shown in good coat & order & moved 
well.  Not quite the ear set or carriage of 1. 

3rd Ruffles’ HOLBAM CELTIC WHISPER AT RUFFMAR JW 
ShCM - Completing a trio of quality bitches.  A touch bigger 
than 1 & 2 but well-proportioned throughout.  Dark eye, neat 
ears, enough neck, good front, ribbed up.  Not quite the 
condition of 1 & 2 today. 

CLASS 17 OPEN BITCH (2, 0) 
1st    Atkin’s HOLBAM CELTIC SUMMER ShCM ShCEX - Lovely 

quality bitch with a pleasing eye & expression, good bone, front 
& feet, clean outline & firm topline, good length back & strong 
quarters.  Shown in good coat & order & showed well.  In the 
challenge – close up & just preferred the more positive carriage 
& use of ears of the Limit bitch. RBB 

2nd Lee’s MONTELLE LADY IN GOLD

1st Jones’ MONTELLE 
SWEET DREAM - Smart bitch 
enjoying her day out.  Good head
