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The next 6 lessons cover God’s intervention in a 54-day period that is the most significant period of time in history for us living today in the church era.  God literally is about to turn the spiritual world upside down and make a new era that is the best that has existed on earth since before the fall in the Garden of Eden.
There are 7 key events in those 54 days that change everything from the past spiritual method of Judaism into the church era.  For us, this literally makes us what we are today.
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Tonight we will be studying the prophecy of the first event in the 54 days.
KEY POINT - The 70 weeks prophecy of Daniel is a key to understanding all end time prophecy about Jesus, the nations, the world and you!

WHAT HAPPENED BETWEEN APRIL 2 AND MAY 2, 32 AD?
Answer - The first Palm Sunday happened. Jesus rode into Jerusalem on April 8 riding a donkey (Zec 9:9) and the crowd proclaimed Him the “Nagid” (in Hebrew means king). (Mt 21:1-9, Mk 11:1-10, Lk 19:29-39, Jn 12:12-16).  Prior to that day Jesus declined to be proclaimed the king saying "My hour is not yet come" (Jn 6:15, 7:6, 8, 30, 44, 8:20) (Jn 12:23, 27, 13:1, 17:1).

CLOSING PERSPECTIVE:

Overall, what is the significance of all Bible prophecy?

1. It is evidence/proof that the Bible is the Word of God. Only God provides 100% accurate prophetic messages. There are no other reliable sources for information of the future. Old Covenant and New Covenant emphasize the significance of prophecy being proof of the truth. (Isa 42:8-9, Isa 45:21-22, Luke 16:27-31, 2 Peter 1:16-21, Rev 19:10)

The Apostle Peter spoke of it from a personal stand-point.

2Pet 1:19 - - - we have the prophetic word made more sure, to which you do well to pay attention as to a lamp shining in a dark place, until the day dawns and the morning star arises in your hearts.

2. Many people like the Christian religion, like church and like the thought of going to heaven and not hell based on the messages they have heard and may be strongly convicted that it is correct, but they remain vulnerable to deception because when their religion is challenged, they discover they have no real proof/evidence that it is true. Their religion lacks the ability to provide the belief, hope and faith that establishes unshakable confidence that they really have found the truth and it is true. Religion has never provided this level of assurance. Only prophecy provides the proof/evidence that establishes that assurance. The writer of Hebrews said it “is an anchor of the soul, a hope both sure and steadfast” (Heb 6:19).

4, What is the enemy doing about this? Answer - Satan has apparently been successful in keeping prophecy out of the vast majority of the churches that exist today. Prophecies like the one we studied tonight were not even known to exist by 96% (based on a poll) of the senior pastors during the 1950’s. Therefore, we see what appears to be saved Christians, even pastors, falling away from their Christianity when they encounter people challenging their faith or their religion.

5. What are we to do about this? Answer - The mission of those that are born again Spirit filled pre-tribulation rapture believers then becomes to share the truth with fellow Christians that do not have the assurance of prophecy and knowledge of their inheritance.

The Apostle Paul said it this way – 

2Cor 10:3-5

3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh, 

4 for the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh, but divinely powerful for the destruction of fortresses. 

5 We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing raised up against the knowledge of God NASU

That has become our mission. May God bless each of you greatly by sharing prophetic truth and destroying fortresses.

Basic mathematics of this prophecy.
Weeks (seven prophetic years) of the prophecy


7 + 62 = 69 seven prophetic years (360 day) periods


Days of the prophecy


69 X 7 X 360 = 173,880 days


Date of the decree (Nisan, 445 BC)


Nisan, 445 BC = March 8 - April 7, 445 BC


Prophesied date of the coming of the Messiah


March 8, 445 BC + 173,880 days = April 2, 32 AD


April 7, 445 BC + 173,880 days = May 2, 32 AD


Moving forward in time from March 8, 445 BC by 173,880 days brings us to April 2, 32 AD.  The prophecy states that the Messiah will come within a 30-day period (the length of the month of Nisan) starting on the day of April 2 and ending May 2, 32 AD.
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
