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Christian Symbol 
Tongues of Fire 

    Reminiscent of the 
Pentecost account in Acts 
2 when “tongues of fire” 
rested on the disciples’ 
heads as the Holy Spirit 
birthed the church, images 
of flame symbolize the 

Spirit. Sometimes a tongue of fire 
is paired with a dove and set on a 
red background — other symbols 
of the Holy Spirit. Fire may also 
indicate spiritual fervor and zeal in 
a Christian’s life. 

 

Robe  
    A robe, specifically 
one that’s new and 
white, symbolizes the 
righteousness we receive 
through Jesus’ death and 
resurrection. Isaiah 61:10 
speaks of “the garments 
of salvation” and “the 

robe of righteousness.” In Revela-
tion 6:11, faithful martyrs each 
receive a white robe. People who 
are being baptized or confirmed 
often wear white robes as a sign of 
purity.  

E 
aster is not merely a one-day celebration; it is a fifty-day season from 

the Day of the Resurrection of Our Lord to the Day of Pentecost. It is 

a victory celebration, a time for all Christians to proclaim boldly their 

faith in a risen and victorious Savior.  

However, the women at the tomb 

and the Disciples were very confused 

on that first Easter. So I am going to 

ask a favor of you: would you get out 

your Bible and read chapter 20 of the 

Gospel of John? I am going to select 

eight verses/passages and share a com-

ment on each of them.  

V. 2 “. . .we don’t know where 

they have put him!” Although 

Jesus had attempted to prepare 

them several times for this 

event, they still didn’t under-

stand the Resurrection.  

V. 6-7 “Then Simon Peter, 

who was behind him, arrived and went into the tomb. He saw the 

strips of linen lying there, as well as the burial cloth that had been 

around Jesus’ head. The cloth was folded up by itself, separate 

from the linen.” A thief wouldn’t have taken the time to unwrap the 

linens and face cloth and then fold the cloth.  

V. 13 “They have taken my Lord away, she said, and I don’t know 

where they have put him.” Even Mary didn’t recognize Jesus when 

He appeared to her.  

V. 15 “Woman,” He said, “why are you crying? Who is it you are 

looking for?” “Thinking He was the gardener. . .” Nor did Mary rec-

ognize His voice.

explaining and documenting the 

“universal moral code” – that is, 

by describing the nature and ex-

istence of “natural law”. The 

scriptures verify the moral law 

as Paul said in Romans 2:15 that 

all persons reveal that “the 

work of the law is written on 

their hearts.”  This innate 

knowledge of God’s moral law 

is what we know as natural law. 

There are two avenues by which 

we can understand God’s moral 

law: one is by God’s revelation 

to us in His Word, illustrated by 

the Ten Commandments. The 

other is by God having implant-

ed His moral code within us 

when he made us human beings 

(natural law). To be human is to 

possess the knowledge of God’s 

moral law. Regardless of how 

we come to understand this mor-

al law, whether by revelation or 

by nature, the essential content 

of the moral law is one and the 

same.

Answering Objections to the Faith 

Natural Law 

W e have focused on the rea-

sons for recognizing the 

truthfulness of the Christian Gos-

pel message. The apostle Paul, 

however, said, “I did not shrink 

from declaring to you the 

whole council of God” Acts 

20:27. The “whole council of 

God” not only consists of the 

glorious Gospel, but also God’s 

moral law. Do we have evidence 

of the reality for God’s moral law 

as we do the Gospel? Yes, we do. 

And how can we proclaim the 

Gospel to those who deny the 

genuineness of the moral law and 

for that reason will see no need 

for the Gospel? We can do so by 

EVERY ONE HIS WITNESS 

Where and With Whom God Has Placed Us 
Therefore, having put away falsehood, let each one of you speak the truth with his neighbor, for we are 

members of one another. (Eph. 4:25)  

G od has placed us in, called 

and crafted our vocations. He 

has placed us with the people with 

whom He wants us to be in rela-

tionships through our vocations. 

Our vocations are His work in our 

lives according to His plans for us 

and other people. God’s work pro-

vides an important insight to be-

ing His witnesses. Rather than 

wondering where we should go 

and to whom we should witness, 

God has shown us through our 

vocations. We don’t have to go to 

faraway places to share the Gospel 

(though some people are called to 

do so). Instead we are His witness-

es as we go about our daily lives in 

the places where He has put us. 

We don’t need to create relation-

ships with people just to tell them 

about Jesus. God has provided 

many relationships for us in our 

vocations. The chief purpose of 

our vocations is to be witnesses in 

their contexts. God knows the peo-

ple He has chosen for eternal 

life  (i.e. His elect)  and He has 

placed us in their workplaces, 

communities, schools, families, 

and so on as their co-workers, 

neighbors, classmates, family 

members, and friends so that we 

would speak of Jesus with them. 

Being His witnesses in our voca-

tions means that we are His wit-

nesses when and live work, study, 

serve, and recreate—in our every-

day lives. (And when you do, 

don’t forget the LASSIE approach 

to witnessing—Listen, Ask, Seek, 

Share, Invite, Encourage).

S ewardship 

O 
ur Savior calls us to follow Him in generosity. “For I have given 

you an example, that you also should do just as I have done to 

you” (John 13:15). We cannot give our lives for the salvation of 

the world, of course. Praise God, that job’s already done! But with hearts 

full of thanksgiving for what Jesus has given us, we can follow His ex-

ample of generous giving. And Jesus’ generosity is not merely an exam-

ple. Our Lord also commands us to act according to our gifts: “The one 

who contributes, [let him give] in generosity” (Rom. 12:8). 

So, when we bring offerings to the Lord, we should strive to heed His 

command and follow the pattern He has established for us. Jesus did not 

give us leftovers. He gave His best. We should not give leftovers, either, 

but the first and best of what He has given us. Jesus did not give as an 

afterthought — He gave according to the plan of salvation God estab-

lished from the foundation of the world. So, when it comes to our own 

offerings, we should make a thoughtful plan to give generously, in pro-

portion to the way He has blessed us. Like the Macedonian Christians, 

who gave according to their ability, and even beyond their ability (2 Cor. 

8:3), we should honor the Lord by giving a generous portion of the in-

come that God provides us. 

We should also give freely, just as Jesus gave freely for us. There is 

no compulsion involved in our works of love and our offerings to the 

Lord. We do not give grudgingly, but willingly and cheerfully, each “as 

he has decided in his heart,” as the Lord says (2 Cor. 9:7). There is no 

New Testament ceremonial law involved here. Rather, we are free to 

give as generously as our Savior has given for us! 

In the same way, our Lord teaches us to give generously out of our 

love for Him and for our neighbor. Jesus shows us that genuine love is 

always love “in deed” (1 John 3:18). It is love that sees our neighbor in 

need and gives generously to help him. It is love that hears the Word of 

the Lord and does what it says. If we truly love, we give generously. If 

we give without love, our giving is not truly following Jesus. 

Finally, we follow Jesus in generosity when we support His Gospel 

ministry and other works of mercy. The people of Israel gave generously 

to construct and support the operation of the tabernacle, for that was the 

place where the Lord received the Old Testament sacrifices, through 

which He bestowed the forgiveness of sins on His people. So, they gave 

Follow Him in Generosity 
abundantly, so abundantly they 

had to be told to stop giving! 

(Ex. 36:5–6). In the same way, 

we should bring generous offer-

ings to support the Lord’s work. 

We support our congregations in 

the preaching of His Word, Bap-

tism and the Lord’s Supper, 

which bestow His gifts of for-

giveness, life and salvation, and 

we take care of those who are 

poor and needy. 

Our Savior calls us to follow 

His example in generous giving. 

Let us then, with thankful hearts, 

rededicate ourselves to follow-

ing Him in generosity.
