Draw Down Deciscon Free
Late Partuens Groups

The Lake Partners Group
(stakeholders in the Flowage —
CFAPOA, Resort Association, LCO,
WDNR, U.S. Forest Service and
residents) met at the WDNR office
on December 12, 2019 to further
discuss a decision-tree approach to
analyze winter drawdowns of the
Flowage. The Partners Group has
been in existence since 2006 to assist
with management activities of the
reservoir and surrounding lands to
benefit the Flowage ecosystem. The
Partners Group made good progress
for the creation of a decision tree.
The purpose of a decision-tree
approach to a winter drawdown is
to provide an objective basis for a
drawdown rather than relying on
only anecdotal information. At
the September 2019 meeting, the
Partners Group gave the decision-
tree point system a test run and as
a result, recommended a Habitat
Drawdown for Winter 2019-2020.

COLA Support Letten

In October, 2019 the Board
of Directors authorized a letter
to WDNR in support of the
Courte Oreilles Lakes Association
(COLA) in its efforts to revise NR
102 to establish the site-specific
phosphorus criterion for Lac Courte
Oreilles (LCO) at 10 parts per billion
(ppb) limit. LCO is a neighbor lake
of the Chippewa Flowage and we
join with COLA’s concern for the
quality of the northland.

We supported COLA’s quest
with the WDNR to set a lower
phosphorus concentration limit
from the current 15 parts per billion
(ppb) to 10 parts per billion (ppb)
limit for the LCO lakes because the
present criterion endangers the water
quality and public health and safety.
LCO is a rare, Outstanding Resource
Wiater, and one of only five lakes
in Wisconsin with a “two-story”
fishery supporting both cisco and
lake whitefish. An upper-limit of 10
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ppb of phosphorus is essential to
preserve LCO’s water quality and
two-story fishery. LCO has faced
phosphorus pollution for decades.
In 2014, LCO’ largest Bay was
designated by the EPA and WDNR
as an impaired water body because
of high phosphorus concentrations.
In 2018, all of LCO was listed as
an impaired water body because

of low dissolved oxygen — a result
attributable to high phosphorus
concentrations.

We agreed with COLA that the
current limit of 15 ppb phosphorus
is not adequately protective
for LCO. Big LCO has already
experienced extensive whitefish and
cisco die-offs, and there is ample
evidence showing that high levels of
phosphorus led to oxygen depletion
in the critical habitat layer. The
high phosphorus and low dissolved
oxygen levels will continue to result
in the loss of fish habitat and lead
to a wholesale change in the ecology
of LCO.

We pointed out that COLA
presented evidence to WDNR in
2016 showing that the current 15
ppb standard is a disaster for the
two-story fishery. WDNR failed
to respond and COLA and the Lac
Courte Oreilles Band of the Lake

Superior Chippewa joined in legal
action in Dane County Circuit Court
to require WDNR to establish a
revised phosphorus standard. On
July 2, 2019, after more than three
years of litigation, COLA and the
Lac Courte Oreilles Band prevailed.
and the Court ordered a revised
phosphorus standard. however, the
proposed rule change also includes
an option B — no change from the
current 15 ppb. It is obvious that
many lakes are facing such severe
challenges from phosphorus. The
status quo is not in the interest of
public health. Recreational uses

are threatened by toxic blue-green
algae, mats of aquatic vegetation and
invasive plants. (To date, there has
been no action from WDNR.) This
is also a reminder to be mindful of
phosphorus risks to our Flowage.
Use phosphorus-free laundry
detergent. Leave a natural buffer
intact along your lakeshore and
minimize your use of fertilizer.

Summary of 2019 Loow Observations
Aunual Labes Monitoring Program (ALNP)

Erica LeMoine, Northland College LoonWatch Program Director recently sent an email to CFAPOA thanking
all of the Chippewa Flowage LoonWatch volunteers for an “impeccable job” in providing 2019 observations. Erica
also offered to provide volunteers with a training session which Jim Dier is currently attempting to coordinate.
More information this spring if we are able to find an acceptable training date sometime in June 2020. Anyone
interested in participating in the ALMP are welcome to contact CFAPOA.

A summary of the 2019 loon observation report the CFAPOA submitted to loon watch includes the following:

-mf Normal ice out, normal rainfall and a full reservoir in the spring of 2019 provided good conditions for
returning loons observed in early April. Nesting was not impeded; however, some negatives to nesting
success included black flies chasing nesting loons off nests, jet ski encroachment, and an abundant eagle
population which results in chick predation.

e The graph on Page 9 depicts a decline in all categories when compared to recent previous years. The total
loon population declined approximately 23% from 2018 where loon rangers observed a total of 159 loons
compared to 122 loons observed in 2019. We did however have fewer recorded daily observations this year
down from 83 last year to 59 this year which may have played a role in viewing fewer loons. However, this
decline was observed by other statewide loon rangers especially those in the northeast region of Wisconsin.

-mg Loon rangers maintain 8 artificial nesting platforms (ANP’) which aid in providing loons a nest site that ris-
es and falls with fluctuating water levels. This reduces the chance that near shore nests with eggs are flood-
ed prior to hatching. For the first time we have observed two successful loon pairs nesting on ANP’s with
both nest sites having a successful hatch of chicks.

Periodically research updates are provided via email blasts to those who sign up to receive them.

g Walter Piper is a professor of biology at Chapman University, Orange, California and has been
involved in The Loon Project since inception in 1993. The Loon Project is located in northeastern
Wisconsin and is a scientific study that focuses on common loon territoriality, breeding behavior,
habitat selection, and population dynamics. The Loon Project has captured and individually-
marked adults and chicks on about 200 lakes that Project members visit regularly. Thus, they have
accumulated a large sample of longitudinal data that permits robust statistical analysis and provides
a rare, life-history perspective. The Project has followed the entire breeding lives of 65 loons and
observed as adults 427 birds that the Project banded as chicks in the study area. This large sample
of individuals followed since hatching allows the Project to investigate the behavior of young birds
— especially how young birds learn about and settle on breeding territories. The Project is ongoing
and has a number of research goals that the Project is now striving to achieve.

g Walter Piper’s latest blog references an ongoing decline in Wisconsin loon populations and
although not conclusive The Project research indicates that the steady decades long decline could
be associated with reduced small fish populations and
thus less forage for loon adults and chicks which leads
to higher mortality. Piper goes on to write in his blog
that, “Our search for answers will continue until we learn
what factor -- probably related to a decrease in small fish

ICE FISHING SAFETY TIPS

To maximize ice fishing safety when enjoying winter fishing outing, it is important to know

a few things about ice.

e New ice is usually stronger than old ice. Four inches of clear, newly formed ice may
support one person on foot, while a foot or more of old, partially thawed ice may not.

o Ice seldom freezes uniformly. It may be a foot thick in one location and only an inch or
two just a few feet away.

e Ice formed over flowing water and currents is often dangerous. This is especially true
near streams, bridges and culverts. Also, the ice outside river bends is usually weaker
due to the undermining effects of the faster current.

e The insulating effect of snow slows down the freezing process. The extra weight also
reduces how much weight the ice sheet can support. Also, ice near shore can be weaker
than ice that is farther out.

e Booming and cracking ice isn’t necessarily dangerous. It only means that the ice is
expanding and contracting as the temperature changes.

e Schools of fish or flocks of waterfowl can also adversely affect the relative safety of
ice. The movement of fish can bring warm water up from the bottom of the lake.

In the past, this has opened holes in the ice causing snowmobiles and cars to break
through.
