and create a “carbon pollution-free power 
sector” by 2035, as part of a $2 trillion 
investment to build back the economy by 
investing in green infrastructure.
 The Paris Agreement does not pre-
scribe exact methods for eliminating 
emissions behind global warming, but 
establishes binding targets for avoiding 
worrisome temperature thresholds.  Re-
search conducted by the German Aero-
space Centre, says that passenger car en-
gines as we know it need to be completely 
phased out from new sales before the end 
of the next decade in order for Europe to 
limit global warming to 1.5 degrees Cel-
sius, the most ambitious part of the Par-
is pact’s “well below 2 degrees Celsius” 
overall aim.
 More than 14 countries and over 20 
cities around the world have proposed 
banning the sale of fossil fuel vehicles at 
some time in the near future.
 
GM SETS 2035 TARGET TO PHASE 

OUT GAS-, DIESEL-POWERED 
VEHICLES GLOBALLY

 General Motors has set a 2035 target 
date for phasing out gasoline and diesel 
powered vehicles from its showrooms 
globally, among the first major auto mak-
ers to put a timeline on transitioning to a 

fully electric lineup.
 One of the world’s largest automak-
ers, GM wants to end sales of combus-
tion engine vehicles by 2035 as part of a 
broader pledge to become carbon neutral 
by 2040.  Other car companies commit-
ted to the climate pledge include BMW, 
Ford, Mercedes-Benz, Volkswagen and 
Volvo.
 

DOUBLE-DIGIT MOTORCYCLE 
SALES INCREASE DURING WORST 

YEAR THIS CENTURY
 In spite of the economic and health 
uncertainty posed by the Coronavirus 
pandemic for the bulk of 2020, the pow-
ersports sector experienced an 18.4% in-
crease in sales for the year.
 The double-digit growth was owed 
largely to a big bump in off-highway 
bikes and ATVs, which jumped 46.5% & 
33.8% respectively, but new-model mo-
torcycle and scooter sales were also up 
11.4% over 2019, according to the Mo-
torcycle Industry Council Retail Sales 
Report.
 “Overall, the industry had a good year 
under difficult circumstances,” noted Erik 
Pritchard, president and CEO of the Mo-
torcycle Industry Council (MIC), stating; 
“The COVID-19 pandemic forced all of

ELECTRIC MOTORCYCLE BUYERS 

GET A U.S. TAX CREDIT 
THROUGH 2021

 If you’re thinking about buying a new 
electric motorcycle this year, and you live 
in the USA, here’s some good news: the 
federal tax credit that went into effect for 
new electric bike models at the 
end of 2019 has been extended 
until January 1, 2022.
 Any electric motorcycle that 
can go at least 45 mph is eligible 
for a 10% tax credit, up to $2,500.
 Electric motorcycle owners 
new and old should also know 
that, at the same time that electric 
motorcycle credit got extended, 
the 30% EV charger installation 
credit was re-upped by the feder-
al government as well.  For 2021, 
you’re eligible for a credit up to 
$1,000 for home installations and 
up to $30,000 for business instal-
lations on new EV chargers.
 “The electric motorcycle in-
dustry is rapidly responding to 
our country’s need for affordable 
and environmentally responsible 
transportation,” said Zero Motor-
cycles’ CEO Sam Paschel, adding 
that “These tax credits represent 
an investment in a cleaner energy 
future, and also effectively create 
jobs in the ever-growing electric 
vehicle industry.”
 Details are still being ham-
mered out, but other concurrent 
federal government plans include 
additional federal tax incentives 
to get everyday people to switch 
from gas to EV, though it’s un-
known at this time how those 
will specifically affect the elec-
tric motorcycle industry.
 

VR COULD ALLOW 
CONSUMERS TO ‘RIDE’ 

MOTORCYCLE 
PROTOTYPES

 It seems virtually unreal, but 

Virtual Reality is starting to fulfill fu-
turistic promises, and it’s even forged a 
place in the real-world development of 
motorcycles.  VR has long straddled the 
line between sci-fi and sci-fact, with cra-
zy promises made in movies from ‘Tron’ 
to ‘The Matrix’, but the tech is coming of 
age and moving from the living room to 
Yamaha’s boardroom.
 Far from VR computer gaming, Yama-
ha VR opens new doors to improve prod-
uct development, and possibly expanding 
consumer marketing.
 Masayuki Miki, a member of the joint 
research team in the Fundamental Tech-
nology Research Division at Yamaha’s 
Technical R&D Centre, explained to Cy-
cle World, "Yamaha has been using riding 
simulators built around actual motorcy-
cles for some time.”
 "Since VR allows us to ‘ride’ a wide 
range of products on all kinds of road en-

vironments we’ve created, our simulators 
and VR equipment play an important role 
in our research into rider–machine dy-
namics.  It also goes toward achieving our 
Jin-Ki Kanno development ideal [which 
is about bikes providing fulfillment as 
well as transport]."
 Miki went on to explain that VR means 
a far bigger group of people (perhaps 
even customers) will be able to ‘ride’ pro-
totypes, saying: "If this project leads to 
a substantive solution, it’ll be possible to 
have riders with different techniques and 
perceptions participate in tests." 

FIRE GUTS LACONIA 
MOTORCYCLE WEEK 

HEADQUARTERS
 A catastrophic Christmas Day fire tore 
through the offices of the Laconia Mo-
torcycle Week Association, destroying

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decades-old memorabilia and rally ar-
chives detailing the history of the near-
ly 100-year-old event, often referred to 
as the Oldest National Motorcycle Ral-
ly with roots dating back to 1916 when 
a Gypsy Tour gathered for several days 
at Weirs Beach on the southern shores of 
Lake Winnipesaukee.
 “It was absolutely terrible,” executive 
director Charlie St. Clair told Ridin’ On.  
“We lost almost everything.  We lost all 
of our memorabilia.  Photos and archives 
from more than 50 years.”  All Motorcy-
cle Week-related stuff “is pretty much all 
gone” including their entire inventory of 
just-arrived 100th anniversary T-Shirts 
and promotional apparel.
 “It was literally a museum in itself,” 
said St. Clair, much of it irreplaceable, 
estimating the total loss will be in the 
“hundreds of thousands” of dollars.
 In calling for help from the public, in 
terms of rebuilding and gathering new La-
conia Motorcycle Week artifacts and col-
lectibles, St. Clair said they would wel-
come donations of such items and reports 
a GoFundMe page was also launched by 
Friends of Laconia Motorcycle Week at 
(www.gofundme.com/f/we-love-laco-
nia-motorcycle-week).
 Laconia Motorcycle Week will mark 

98 years in 2021, and while “staging the 
upcoming event is not going to be easy,” 
the show will go on…. June 12-20, 2021.

 DAYTONA BIKE WEEK IS A 'GO'!
 By a 6-1 vote on January 20, the Day-
tona Beach city commission endorsed 
plans for the 80th annual bike rally, 
scheduled for March 5-14.  Daytona Bike 
Week’s organizers feared they might have 
to pull the plug on the 2021 rally, due to 
a resurgence of the COVID-19 pandemic, 
but the event is a huge economic driver 
for the region, and with this year being 
the 80th anniversary, businesses were es-
pecially looking forward to the needed fi-
nancial boost.
 Masks, hand sanitizer stations, tem-
perature checks, signs and social dis-
tancing come with the commission’s new 
rules, and most bars, restaurants and oth-
er businesses will be required to limit oc-
cupancy to 60%, but otherwise Daytona 
Bike Week is a “GO!”
 
AMERICADE POSTPONED DUE TO 

CORONAVIRUS
 This year’s Americade Motorcycle 
Touring Rally, typically held in June in 
Lake George, N.Y. each year since 1983, 
has been rescheduled to Sept. 21-25 due 

to Coronavirus concerns.
 Last year’s Americade was first post-
poned to July before being canceled alto-
gether because of the global pandemic.
 

BILL COMMEMORATES 
ROUTE 66 CENTENNIAL

 Federal legislation was signed into 
law on December 23, 2020 to establish a 
commission to recommend ways to com-
memorate Route 66’s upcoming 100th 
anniversary. The first all-paved U.S. 
highway was completed in 1926 and ran 
from Chicago to Los Angeles.
 The new 15-person commission is to 
include representatives from the states 
through which the highway ran: Illinois, 
Missouri, Kansas, Oklahoma, Texas, 
New Mexico, Arizona and California.
 

FUTURISTIC AUTOMATIC 
DE-ICING ROAD CONSTRUCTED 

IN FRANCE
 Roads as we know them have been 
around since 4,000 B.C., but though 
those first paved tracks may seem a mil-
lion miles from the blacktop of today, it 
doesn’t seem like road-building has kept 
up with the times.
 That could be about to change, reports 
visordown.com, as a French company

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named Eurovia announces a new type of 
tech that allows a road to heat itself in 
winter to clear snow and ice.
 The road is built around the fairly 
basic principle of a heat exchanger and 
is not dissimilar to the pipes you find in 
under-floor heating.  A fluid is passed 
through the pipes and depending on the 
road’s ambient temperature energy can 
either be taken from or sent to the road’s 
surface layer.
 Because of the natural propensity for 
roads to absorb heat -- being black and 
facing directly upwards -- the system can 
also take in heat during the summer, store 
it and then release it in the winter.  This 
could either be to help clear obstructions 
like ice or snow, or the energy could be 
diverted into heating nearby homes or 
buildings.
 This project has advanced beyond 
the drawing board, with Eurovia already 
building an actual working version of the 
new “Power Road” tech, located along a 
120m stretch of road recently opened in 
Égletons, France.  The region has seasonal 
hot and cold weather, making it a perfect 
urban environment to try the road out… 
and it didn’t disappoint.  With some flur-
ries of snow over the festive season, the 
automated road managed to clear snow 

and ice before it reached such a level that 
vehicles would have been inhibited.
  While Eurovia clearly didn’t set out to 
make it easier for motorcyclists to ride in 
the winter, that could be a very real bonus 
to its Power Road installations.
 

MOTORCYCLE TAXI INDUSTRY 
CAUSING KIDS IN AFRICA TO 

QUIT SCHOOL
 Difficult times have forced African 
youngsters to put their studies aside in fa-
vor of making a living driving motorcycle 
taxis.  Many people rely on motorcycle 
taxis to go about their daily lives, and this 
unconventional means of public transpor-
tation fuels the livelihood of many indi-
viduals in developing countries like Asia 
and Africa, with lots of people making a 
living solely from ferrying people around 
aboard their motorcycles.
 Now, the unfortunate global disaster 
caused a massive shutdown of nearly all 
schools, giving kids a lot of idle time as 
laborers were left jobless and without a 
stable income to support their families.  
So, students have begun dropping out of 
school and instead are getting into the 
motorcycle taxi business.  As it turns out, 
kids would rather spend their time outside 
working, and ferrying food deliveries or 

people from point A to point B, rather 
than stay at home taking online classes.  
Idleness paired with affordable Chinese 
motorcycles has lured kids as young as 
fifteen to buy their own bikes as an in-
vestment to earn a living.
 Naturally, the key to a developing re-
gion is education, and an uneducated fu-
ture population poses a severe challenge 
to an already struggling economy, but at 
this point in time it appears there's simply 
nothing else the African youth can do to 
sustain themselves and their families un-
til schools reopen and more employment 
opportunities pop up in the region.

"FOR GOD AND COUNTRY WE ASSOCIATE 
OURSELVES TOGETHER FOR THE FOL-

LOWING PURPOSES: To uphold and defend 
the Constitution of the United States of Amer-
ica; To maintain law and order; To foster and 
perpetuate a one hundred percent American-
ism; To preserve the memories and incidents 

of our associations in all wars; To inculcate a 
sense of individual obligation to the communi-
ty, state and nation; To combat the autocracy of 
both the classes and the masses; To make right 

the master of might; To promote peace and 
goodwill on earth; To safeguard and transmit 

to posterity the principles of justice, freedom 
and democracy; To consecrate and sanctify our 
comradeship by our devotion to mutual help-

fulness.2"

Statistics : According to the United States Cen-
sus Bureau, roughly seven percent of the US 
population are Veterans. In contrast, according 
to the Motorcycle Profiling Project (MPP) and 
the Profiling Survey, over 37% of Motorcycle 
Club Members are Veterans, five times greater 
than the national average. In essence, Motor-
cycle Club discrimination is Veteran discrim-
ination3. According to the same survey, over 
the past five years, Veteran centric Motorcycle 
Clubs have reported a whopping 167% increase 
in profiling incidences. This, as any form of dis-
crimination, should not be tolerated in today’s 
society.
 The denial of entry to an individual sim-
ply because he or she has decided to hang up 
one uniform and put on another that has been 
confirmed as a protected 1st Amendment right, 
should disturb all. As previously mentioned, the 
increased number of American Legion Posts 
that have begun denying the services and cama-
raderie veterans seek outside of their respective 
Clubs, is forcing veterans to choose between 
groups. Them versus us.....

 December 21, 2020 … The National Coun-
cil of Clubs (NCOC), representing thousands of 
motorcycle club members across the country, 
has become increasingly concerned with the 
escalating reports of Veterans’ Organizations, 
like the American Legion, denying entry to in-
dividual members of Motorcycle Clubs over the 
last two years. While this discrimination is not 
new to members of the motorcycle community 
in general, the expanding number of Posts that 
are implementing “No Motorcycle Club Col-
ors” policies targeting fellow Veterans is cause 
for alarm. Reported incidents of discrimina-
tion range from all across the Nation. The most 
recent reports including South Dakota, New 
Mexico, Texas, Pennsylvania, New Jersey, and 
Delaware. The narrative is the same in all lo-
cations: “Legion Riders only, no Club colors.” 
This has proven to not be an isolated issue, tak-
ing place at a few reported locations. Several 
of the American Legion Posts, Post 22 in Rapid 
City, South Dakota for instance, have members 
of state law enforcement agencies making deci-
sions and pressuring their Boards or Executive 
Committees to enforce veterans discrimination 
based on biases born from antiquated stereo-
types perpetuated by Hollywood and local law 
enforcement fear mongering.

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  America’s Overwatch Motorcycle As-
sociation Unit 1B hosted a Shoot-n-Scoot 
event on Saturday November 7, 2020. 
 The format of this event is very cre-
ative. It’s definitely more than your run-
of-the-mill bar-hop poker run. It is a test 
of skills -- shooting, axe throwing, riding, 
people games, trivia, etc. It is open to all 
players. Points are earned at each stop. 
Five activities are chosen to allow for 
players who may not have the best abil-
ities in some areas to be able to make up 
points at other stops. 
 This time there were 75 participants. 
It was a self-paced ride, with one AOMA 
member rolling as ‘sweep’ to make sure 
everyone was done at each location. It is 
a ‘Family friendly’ gathering.  
 The day started at Caswell’s Shooting 
Range in Mesa. After appropriate safety 
reviews were covered, the poker game 
got underway. Each player was issued a 
2’ x 3’ paper target with 52 playing cards 
printed on it. Each contestant used an in-
house issued 9mm pistol, loaded with 5 
rounds. The target distance was set at 5 
yards. The goal was to shoot the best pok-
er hand possible. 
 At LunberjAxes of Westgate, axes 
were thrown for points.  To improve your 
score, there was a donation bucket avail-
able to buy more chances. 
 Bridgett’s Last Laugh hosted a life-
sized ‘beer pong’ game. Each cup / basket 
had a different point value. Again, you 
could buy extra chances by making an 
additional donation. 

 Buddy Stubbs HD in Phoenix was the 
stop for the riding skills part of the day. 
A modified MSF rider skills course was 
setup in the parking lot. You got a practice 
run through the course, then the ‘for real’ 
ride was timed, with points assigned ac-
cordingly. 
 Last stop was at the Roadhouse in 
Cave Creek. The activity there was a triv-
ia / ‘Jeopardy’ game. Players were asked 
5 questions, receiving points for each cor-
rect answer. 
 The top 3 scorecards were: 1st Place - 
Dusty A. with 87 points; 2nd Place - Pat 
Q. with 85 points; & 3rd Place - Jonny D. 
with 77 points. In addition to their cash 
prizes, these winners also won free entry 
into the  2021 event to defend their titles. 
 My thanks to AOMA Unit 1B President 
Jim "MR B." Branton for his help with this 
article. He explained that AOMA Unit 1B 
works with ‘Be Connected AZ’ – an orga-
nization that helps Vets & their families. 
From their website https://beconnectedaz.
org/ : “Connecting Arizona service mem-
bers, veterans, families & helpers to in-
formation, support and resources.”  Vets 
who are in need of assistance can contact 
this organization OR reach out to AOMA 
1B directly via a contact link on their 
website home page https://aoma1b.com/
home.  There have also been occasions 
when they’ve been able to handle ‘right 
place right time’ or ‘word of mouth’ refer-
rals. The AOMA is a 501c3 non-profit, so 
your donations are tax-deductible. 
 It was very heartwarming to learn 

about what this group has been able to do 
on behalf of their fellow Vets. Sometimes 
assistance involves big things…. time, 
money, manpower, contacts. But some-
times a helping hand can be as simple as 
a tank of gas. They’ve help Vets or their 
family members with housing payments, 
utilities, auto repairs, Christmas support, 
a/c & heating repairs, home repairs, home 
appliances, assistance with a service an-
imal’s vet bill, helping people move … 
pretty much whatever is needed.
