MOTORCYCLE FATALITIES
DECLINE, DESPITE INCREASED
OWNERSHIP

For the second straight year, nation-
wide motorcycle fatalities declined, in
spite of a record number of motorcycles
in usage across the United States.

The National Highway Traffic Safe-
ty Administration (NHTSA) recently
released their 2018 motor vehicle fatal-
ity report, reflecting a 4.7% reduction in
motorcyclist deaths from 2017 to 2018.

Meanwhile, according to the Motor-
cycle Industry Council (MIC), a record
12,231,000 motorcycles were in use in
the U.S., up more than 2 million from
2014, the last year of their ownership sur-
vey, and that American households own-
ing motorcycles rose from 6.94% in 2014
to a record 8.02% last year (10,124,400
homes), an increase of more than 1.5 mil-
lion homes.

Overall, motor vehicle crashes went
down 2.4%, though vehicle miles trav-
eled (VMT) were up.

WORLDWIDE MOTORCYCLE
SALES PROJECTED TO INCREASE

The annual global demand for mo-
torcycles, including electrically-pow-
ered machines, was forecast by market
researcher Freedonia Group to expand
4.4% per annum through 2022 to 121.5
million units, when industry revenues
were projected to reach $120 billion
($10.8 billion in the US). The Asia/Pa-
cific region, which predominantly utiliz-
es small and inexpensive motorcycles,
will continue to dominate demand, repre-
senting 84% of all units sold in 2016.

E-bikes will account for the over-
whelming majority of new electric prod-
uct demand, as they continue to capture

AZ Rider
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market share from conventional motor-
cycles and bicycles. Both developed and
industrialized nations are expected to
register strong growth as the availabili-
ty of reliable electric models increases.
The lower upfront and operating costs
and environmental credentials of these
machines — compared to ICE (internal
combustion engine) motorcycles — also
enhances their appeal.

Governments around the world at
both the national and local levels will
continue to support the transition toward
e-bikes through subsidies and tax breaks,
ride-sharing programs, and additional
investment in the public charging infra-
structure.

About a dozen countries and about
20 cities around the world have pro-
posed banning the future sale of vehicles
powered by fossil fuels within the next
two decades, including India, China (the
largest auto market globally), Japan (the
third largest auto market globally), South
Korea, Taiwan, the EU auto market na-
tions of Denmark, Sweden, Norway,
Germany, France, Ireland, the Nether-
lands, Spain, and Portugal, as well as
Costa Rica in Central America.

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PETITION DRIVE TO BAN
BLINDING HEADLIGHTS

A “Ban Blinding Headlights and
Save Lives” online petition has been set
up by the National Motorists Association
(NMA) to lobby the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration, its parent
organization, the U.S. Department of
Transportation, and the U.S. Congress to
“ban all blue-light technologies on vehi-
cles and to keep tail-lights, brake-lights
and turn signals to a maximum bright-
ness no greater than that allowed for traf-
fic signals.”

More than 9,400 people who are con-
cerned about the safety effect caused
by the glare of overly bright headlights,
taillights, and other exterior vehicle in-
dicator lights, have already signed the
petition at Change.org. Organizers have
set a goal of obtaining over 10,000 sig-
natures.

MOTORCYCLE CLUB HELPS

SCHOOL DRIVERLESS CARS

Self-driving cars are already being
tested and developed on public roads,
but one of the frequent criticisms of the
technology is its lack of ability to spot
motorcyclists. Motorcycles are compar-
atively rare on the roads, so self-driving

vehicles don’t get sufficient exposure to
them.

Aurora is an autonomous vehicle
technology company that is developing
the software and sensor tech that will un-
derpin a lot of autonomous vehicles in
the future, and they’ve adopted a unique
approach to the motorcycle problem.
Aurora’s perception team devoted a ma-
chine-learning day to teach their driver-
less machines to become more familiar
around this specific vehicle type by uti-
lizing volunteers from the San Francis-
co chapter of the Iron Order MC to ride
around their test car on a variety of mo-
torcycles, performing regular traffic ma-
neuvers.

Their data team then collected spe-
cific information from a variety of sce-
narios that autonomous cars are likely to
encounter in the real world, and that data
will be used to predict and react to future
scenarios on the road.

The day-long test will now be used as
a baseline for motorcycle detection with-
in the Artificial Intelligence systems in
Aurora’s self-driving technology. Ulti-
mately, the system will be able to detect
and recognize different styles of motorcy-
cles and identify the difference between a
cruiser and a sport bike. That’s important

when it comes to predicting and manag-
ing closing speeds, merging patterns, and
braking.

Self-driving vehicles are the future of
transportation, so it’s important that au-
tonomous technology “learn” how to in-
teract with motorcycles in order to Share
the Road safely.

AUTOMATED LICENSE PLATE
READERS UNDER FIRE

A motorist recently won a legal deci-
sion involving the city where he lives vi-
olating his Constitutional rights in a rul-
ing that could have major privacy rights
implications for drivers.

Coral Gables, Florida resident Raul
Mas Canosa sued the city over its pen-
chant for surveilling its citizens with au-
tomated license plate readers or ALPRs.
He had not been arrested nor even sus-
pected of a crime, but was upset about
having his car tracked all over town with
the city monitoring and recording his ve-
hicle’s movements.

Coral Gables began its ALPR pro-
gram in 2015 and now has 30 recorders
around town including surveillance of
an adjacent section of Interstate 95. In
2018, the electronic devices captured

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the data of 30 million individual license
plates, which it retains on file for three
years as prescribed under Florida law.

Mas Canosa filed suit against the
city for violating his Fourth Amendment
rights against search and seizure without
probable cause.

Miami-Dade County Circuit Court
Judge Abby Cynamon rejected the city
attorney’s attempt to have the anti-cam-
era lawsuit dismissed outright on the
grounds that motorists have no expec-
tation of privacy and that Mas Canosa,
in particular, was not harmed because he
was not the subject of an investigation.
In finding favorably on the plaintiff’s
behalf, Judge Cynamon agreed with
Mas Canosa’s argument that Coral Ga-
ble’s use of ALPRs might indeed violate
state privacy laws:

“This court finds that there is a bona
fide, actual, present and practical need
for a declaration as to whether the col-
lection of such information violates the
plaintiff’s privacy rights,” the judge
ruled, adding that “There is nothing ab-
stract, conjectural or ephemeral about
the claim since the city has and contin-
ues to collect such information about the
plaintiff’s vehicle.”

Having won the first round of his le-

gal battle, Mas Canosa can now move
forward with suing the city, seeking to
have the data collected be immediately
discarded if there’s no probable cause.

MAN SUES TOWN FOR REVOKING
HIS CARRY PERMIT BASED ON
MC AFFILIATION

A Rhode Island man is accusing the
town of Burrillville, RI of violating his
Constitutional rights by revoking his per-
mit to carry a concealed weapon based
on his alleged affiliation with “biker
gang members.”

According to the Providence Journal,
Pedro Alvarez Jr. has sued the town, local
police and others in U.S. District Court,
alleging that they violated his right to
bear arms, due process rights, and First
Amendment right to free association
by revoking his permit based on photo-
graphs posted on his Facebook page that
showed him socializing with members of
the Thug Riders and Pagan motorcycle
clubs.

Alvarez insists that he has “never been
a member or associate of any motorcycle
gang and has never been charged with a
crime.”

At the time of the revocation, in June
2018, Alvarez was a U.S. Army recruit

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slated to attend basic training to become
a military police officer -- a post that he
currently holds with the Rhode Island
National Guard, according to his law-
suit.

Alvarez alleges that the revocation
limits his employment opportunities and
the security clearances he can obtain.

He 1s seeking unspecified damages
and the reinstatement of his permit.

“RIDE FREE OR DIE”
BIKER DOCUMENTARY

“The Biker community has been the
target for false narrative for as long as
I can remember,” notes Hessian MC
member Spike of the Southern Califor-
nia Confederation of Clubs in a review
of the new documentary film “Live Free
Or Die” he wrote for the ABATE of Cal-
ifornia newsletter “The Bailing Wire.”

He continues; “Isolated incidence
have been orchestrated, embellished and
sensationalized by law enforcement and
the media, from “Life” magazine’s infa-
mous Hollister Biker cover, culminat-
ing with the media atrocity of the Twin
Peaks’ COC meeting in Waco, Texas
where nine lives were unnecessarily tak-
en, 177 bikers were rallied up by await-

breaking for a July-August summer hiatus.

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ing police, arrested, detained and severe-
ly mistreated with no voice at all.”

Biker anti-profiling legislative efforts
at State and Federal level are continual-
ly being hampered by the constant de-
nial of profiling by the law enforcement
lobby; “So what better than share actual
profiling experiences through the story
of Waco in a true documentary environ-
ment with mput from all sides? Thus
‘Ride Free Or Die’ was born.”

Spike describes the nexus of the film
as, “Bikers from all parts of our diverse
community, from patch holders to MROs
and independents from all US geograph-
ical locations rallied together, an impos-
sible act according to the false narrative
of law enforcement, then teamed up with
award-winning film producer Randall
Wilson of Guerrilla Docs and Centaur
Productions.”

The official introduction on the doc-
umentary reads as follows: “Ride Free
Or Die is an insider's look into the po-
litical world of motorcycle clubs. The
clubs are fighting for their constitutional
rights against what they perceive as law
enforcement profiling and harassment.
The documentary features Mongols MC,
Outsiders MC, Devils Diciples MC, Sin
City Deciples, Ironworkers MC, ATF

agents, and motorcycle clubs from all
over America.”

Wilson has much experience working
with and understanding the biker lifestyle
and protocols, producing such previous
documentaries such as “Hessians MC,”
“Glory Road,” “Wheels of Soul” and a
must-see, “American Biker.” Wilson ad-
heres to the philosophy of “No bound-
aries. No censorship. No political cor-
rectness. And absolutely no bias. The
documentary in its purest form.” The
producer allows the viewer to listen to
facts presented from all sides and devel-
op their own experience and opinion. “It
1s the aim of the production to share with
the Biker community and the general
population the profiling and harassment
perceived by the community with little
or no recourse.,” explains Spike, con-
cluding; “As more and more of our civil
and constitutional rights are being taken
and eroded away, we must take a stance
and preserve our lifestyle and freedoms
we love so much by sharing our plight,
denying and exposing false narrative and
making use of material such as ‘Ride
Free or Die’ and encourage its viewing.”

The “Ride Free Or Die” documenta-
ry can be purchased and downloaded on
Amazon Prime, while Randall’s other

POW/MIA FLAG ACT
SIGNED INTO LAW

On November 8, 2019, just in time
for Veterans Day, President Donald
Trump signed the National POW/MIA
Flag Act into law; a bipartisan bill to re-
quire the POW/MIA Flag be displayed
whenever the American flag is displayed
on prominent federal properties to hon-
or the more than 82,000 Americans who
are listed as Prisoners of War (POW),
Missing in Action (MIA), or otherwise
unaccounted for from our nation's past
wars and conflicts.

“The flag is a steadfast reminder to
the families of our missing and the pub-
lic that our government has not forgot-
ten those who did not come home,” said
Rolling Thunder, Inc. National, which
endorsed the measure, and Artie Muller,
who co-founded the nonprofit POW/
MIA service group in 1987 told The
Washington Times, ““l want to thank
Congress for passing the bipartisan Na-
tional POW/MIA Flag Act, which will
require the POW/MIA flag to be dis-
played alongside the American flag at

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federal buildings and memorials.”

RPM ACT REINTRODUCED IN
THE U.S. SENATE

The “Recognizing the Protection of
Motorsports (RPM) Act”, S. 2602, was
reintroduced in the 116th Congress on
October 18, 2019 by Senators Richard
Burr (R-NC) and Joe Manchin (D-WV)
along with 24 original cosponsors. The
bipartisan bill clarifies that it is legal un-
der federal law to modify the emissions
system of a motor vehicle that is con-
verted for race-use-only, and protects
Americans’ right to convert street cars
and motorcycles for motorsports com-
petition.

“The RPM Act confirms that trans-
forming motor vehicles into race cars
used exclusively for competition does
not violate the Clean Air Act,” according
to the Specialty Equipment Manufactur-
ers Association (SEMA), adding; “This
American tradition was unquestioned
for nearly 50 years until 2015 when the
EPA took the position that converted
street vehicles that compete on the track
must remain emissions-compliant, even
though they are not driven on public
streets or highways.”

The EPA also maintains that the

equipment used to transform a street ve-
hicle into a race car is prohibited and is
to be addressed in the bill.

“American racing runs on traditions,”
said Senator Burr. “For more than 50
years, motorsports enthusiasts have pur-
chased cars and modified them to race,
off of public roads. However, this tra-
dition was threatened when the Obama
EPA attempted to make these modifi-
cations illegal. This legislation upholds
Congress’ intent of the Clean Air Act and
protects motorsports, for professionals
and amateurs alike, for years to come.”

Motorsports competition involves
tens of thousands of participants and ve-
hicle owners each year, both amateur and
professional. Retail sales of racing prod-
ucts make up a nearly $2 billion market
annually. A majority of the estimated
1,300 race tracks operating across the
U.S., including oval, road, dirt and off-
road tracks, feature converted race ve-
hicles that the EPA now considers to be
illegal.

TARIFFS ON EUROPEAN
MOTORCYCLES AVOIDED
This past summer, representatives
from KTM, Indian Motorcycle and the

tified before the Office of the United
States Trade Representative (USTR) in
Washington, D.C. to oppose the pro-
posed tariffs of up to 100% on motor-
cycles, parts and accessories arriving
from European Union countries. This
would have had a devastating effect on
motorcycle manufacturers — especially
the OEMs from Italy (Ducati, Aprilia,
Moto Guzzi), Austria (KTM), Germany
(BMW) and the United Kingdom (Tri-
umph), among others.

Fortunately for the motorcycle indus-
try, on a global scale, these proposed tar-
iffs have been averted, according to the
MIC. “Had the tariffs been enacted, that
would have meant extremely high prices
for our American consumers of Europe-
an motorcycles, parts, and accessories,”
said Erik Pritchard, incoming MIC pres-
ident and CEO. “Increased costs would
have even discouraged motorcycle rid-
ers from performing routine but critical
maintenance, such as brake pad and tire
replacements, due to potential doubling
on the price of parts.”

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FEDERAL LEGISLATION WOULD
LIMIT ETHANOL BLENDING IN
U.S. FUEL SUPPLY

A bipartisan bill has been introduced
in Congress that aims to prevent Renew-
able Fuel Standard (RFS) blending obli-
gations from requiring ethanol to make
up more than 9.7% of the total volume
of gasoline projected to be sold or intro-
duced into commerce in the U.S. for a
given calendar year.

Introduced by U.S. Representatives
Bill Flores (R-TX) and Peter Welch
(D-VT) on May 7, H.R. 2540, titled
the “Food and Fuel Consumer Protec-
tion Act of 2019,” would cap the etha-
nol mandate and stop the federal gov-
ernment from forcing E15 fuel into the
market and ensure continued availability
of E10 and ethanol-free gasoline (E0),
which is safer to use in motorcycles and
smaller-engined vehicles and gas pow-
ered equipment.

House Resolution 2540 has been re-
ferred to the House Committee on Ener-
gy and Commerce.

“GREEN ICE INITIATIVE”
IN ILLINOIS PROMOTES
GRASS-FREE STREETS
ABATE of Illinois and Sangamon Coun-

DEDICATED TO FREEDOM OF THE ROAD
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ty Sheriff Jack Campbell have joined
together on the “Green Ice Initiative” to
keep the streets safer by spreading the
word about the dangers of grass clip-
pings on roadways. Dumping grass clip-
pings on the road, they said, not only
clogs storm sewers, it presents real dan-
gers to motorcyclists and bicyclists. It is
also illegal.

Josh Witkowski, the state legislative
coordinator for A.B.A.T.E. of Illinois,
told KPVI Channel 6 News in Pocatel-
lo, IL that the problem is often worse in
rural areas, where grass can reach 2 or
3 feet before someone cuts it. The clip-
pings then blow onto the roadway, some-
times 2 inches deep, where it can remain
a hazard to riders for days.

Witkowski said he was aware of at
least two fatalities, one in Kentucky and
one in Illinois, where grass on the road
was a factor.

As with so many other safety issues,
Witkowski said it will take both edu-
cation and law enforcement to create
change. Dumping is a violation of the
state’s litter law.

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Motorcycling, ATV riding, and side-
by-side driving are among the country’s
three largest outdoor recreational activ-
ities, when ranked by economic output,
says a new federal report.

According to newly-released data
from the U.S. Bureau of Economic Anal-
ysis (BEA), the top three conventional
outdoor activities generated $9.1 billion
in economic output in 2017. Outdoor
recreation accounts for 2.2% of U.S.
GDP, creating $778 billion in gross out-
put supporting 5.2 million jobs.

And, it’s a growth sector.

According to the BEA release, its
Outdoor Recreation Satellite Account
“shows that inflation-adjusted (real)
GDP for the outdoor recreation econo-
my grew by 3.9% in 2017, outpacing the
2.4% growth of the overall U.S. econ-
omy. Outdoor recreation is responsible
for a larger share of GDP than many ma-
jor industries, including chemical prod-
ucts manufacturing, farming and ranch-
ing, mining, and utilities.

The bureau defines “conventional”

outdoor recreation as activities done for
pleasure, such as camping, hiking, hunt-
ing, and fishing, and involving some
physical effort.

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The economic data on the national
and, for the first time ever, state levels
reinforce what the outdoor recreation in-
dustry has long believed: Outdoor recre-
ation is a powerful driver of national and
local economies and it is growing faster
than the U.S. economy as a whole.

This is the second consecutive year
that the Bureau of Economic Analysis
(BEA), an agency of the U.S. Depart-
ment of Commerce, has released for-
mal, national-level data, a notable mile-
stone for the industry now identified as a
unique sector of the economy. “Having
a rich set of both state and national data
on outdoor recreation to draw upon will
inform decision-making by businesses,
policymakers, and managers of public
lands and waters,” notes the Motorcycle
Industry Council (MIC).

MOTORISTS URGED TO
“SEE BIKE SAY BIKE”

The University of Nottingham in En-
gland has found that when car drivers
audibly say the word “bike” when see-
ing one at an intersection could drasti-
cally reduce the chances of an accident.

One of the most common types of
accidents for motorcyclists is a driver
pulling out in front of them, traditionally

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referred to in the U.S. as “R-O-W?”, or
left-turn Right of Way violation. Pre-
viously, such incidents have been inter-
preted as failures to see the bikes, but a
professor at the University of Notting-
ham thinks it has more to do with forget-
ting they were there at all.

Dr Peter Chapman has conducted
research that he claims proves that car
drivers see the bike on the road but that
their brain ‘forgets’ it is there at all.

The study found that drivers were
five times more likely to fail to act to an
oncoming motorcycle than you would be
if a car was positioned in the same place
and at the same speed. Dr Chapman and
his team have not completely got to the
bottom of why a car driver does this, but
they think the car driver’s brain becomes
distracted between the time they see the
bike and when they decide to pull out.

The theory is that speaking the word
“bike” aloud when you see one ap-
proaching at a junction could help to
strengthen the memory of seeing the
motorcycle, helping to prevent the brain
from overwriting it with what the driver
wants for lunch or how late they are for
that meeting.

It is hoped that drivers resorting to
such nursery-rhyme type of memory

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games can help them become safer driv-
ers — possibly avoiding the necessity of
enacting harsher penalties for dangerous
and careless driving.

AUSTRALIAN AUTHORITIES
DEPLOY A.1. CAMERAS TO
DETECT TEXTING DRIVERS

If you feel somebody’s watching you,
it may not be paranoia. While modern
mobile devices are the ultimate tools of
convenience, when in the hands of driv-
ers these handheld computers also con-
tribute to increased accidents and fatal-
ities on our roadways -- particularly for
motorcyclists who are more vulnerable.
To help curb distracted behavior be-
hind the wheel, Australia has deployed
surveillance devices that peek inside
the passenger compartment and sanc-
tion those driving under the influence of
smartphones.

During the pilot phase of the Mobile
Phone Detection Camera (MPDC) initia-
tive, 8.5 million vehicles were checked
from January 2019 to June 2019 in the
Australian state of New South Wales.
Though citations weren’t administered
during the test period, 100,000 drivers
were caught handling devices while op-

Once the pilot phase ends, violators
will receive a $344 AUD fine (about
$230 USD) and a 5 point penalty on their
driving record. Drivers also have little
clemency with the system as the MPDC
can be fixed or mobile, works day and
night, and operates in all weather condi-
tions.

By the end of 2019, Australia will
deploy 45 MPDCs with plans to expand
the program through 2023.

Harley-Davidson has applied for a
patent that will enable groups of riders
to maintain a constant speed thanks to
kinematics and radar-guided cruise con-
trol. This new type of adaptive cruise
control is specifically aimed at Harley’s
current target demographic; groups of
riders.

Adaptive cruise control is nothing
new in the world of four-wheeled trans-
portation, but now a major motorcycle
manufacturer has stepped in with a sys-
tem that is claimed to allow a bike to
lock on to another bike and keep a set
separation distance or separation time

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from the target bike while offering the
rider the chance to pick multiple bikes or
cars within a lane to follow.

The Harley system incorporates a
transceiver that can ping out the bike's
location to other vehicles on the road, so
with a group of riders sharing the same
piece of tarmac, and using the same H-D
adaptive cruise control system, a group
of bikes can track and monitor the loca-
tion of each other in real-time for a safer
and more controlled group riding experi-
ence.

ADOR Seeking Unclaimed Property Owners
Who Served in U.S. Military in Arizona

AZDOR.GOV

The Arizona Department of Revenue’s (ADOR) Un-
claimed Property program is looking for members of the
U.S. military who have unclaimed funds in their names
from when they were based in Arizona.

The agency has identified more than 8,800 military
personnel with last known Arizona addresses from Luke
Air Force Base, Tucson’s Davis-Monthan Air Force Base,
Fort Huachuca Army Base, Yuma Proving Ground Army
Base, Camp Navajo Army Base and Marine Corps Air
Station (MCAS) Yuma.

These properties, some dating back over 30 years, to-
tal $2.3 million with the largest property due to a single
owner being $86,034.

The agency is currently sending notices to the military
member’s last known Arizona base or most current ad-
dress with the hope the property owner or family member
will contact ADOR Unclaimed Property.

Unclaimed property generally consists of money due
to an individual from sources like old bank accounts, un-
cashed payroll checks, tax refunds, credit balances, re-
bates, returned deposits and dormant safe deposit boxes.
Often property becomes unclaimed because the compa-
ny that holds the funds has an outdated or the wrong for-
warding address for its customer and in some cases, a
person passes away with no family members aware of the
assets. Most accounts are turned over to the state after
several years of inactivity.

ADOR returns the property to owners who provide doc-
umentation showing their right to claim the assets. Claim-
ants must include with their claim form a valid photo ID,
such as a driver’s license or other applicable identifica-
tion, and documentation linking them to the owner’s last
known address. Claimants must also provide documen-
tation demonstrating a legal right to claim any property
listed in another name.

Every year, the ADOR Unclaimed Property program
returns millions of dollars to claimants, including $48.4
million in 2018-2019 and ranging from $1 to $586,000. In
the past three fiscal years, about $170 million has been
returned to individuals and businesses.

Fourth in a series of installments
by survivor Ernie Lizarraga

Ernie’s doctors werent sure he would
make it past the day.

Dr. McGeever, the trauma team lead-
er at St Joe's Hospital, had Ernie x-rayed
and found Right rib fractures 1 through
12, Right open Tibia and Fibula frac-
ture, Right hemopneumothorax, Right
Transverse Process and Spinous fracture,
Right Adrenal hematoma, Right Nasal
bone fracture, Left rib fracture, Left Zy-
gomatic Arch fracture, Left Sphenoid
fracture, Subdural hematoma, Subarach-
noid hemorrhage, Frontal Skull fracture,
Traumatic Brain injury, Right Brachial
Plexis injury, Right Ankle fracture, and
a Right Optical nerve tear. The optical
nerve tear results in blindness, which
will never heal. Ventilator-dependant
respiratory failure aspiration required
placing him on a breathing machine. His
liver was found torn which caused heavy
internal bleeding.

By 11pm that night Ernie has had
more than 6 hours of surgeries, including
one replacing his right Tibia bone with
Titanium and additional brain surgeries.
When Lorri gets to see Ernie, the doc-
tor tells her the facial fractures will heal
on their own. Ernie recounts, “I’m un-
conscious, have a leg cast, an arm cast,
my head’s wrapped up, and a neck brace.
Lorri says both of my eyes were purple
and looked like they had golf balls un-
der the lids. There was an airway tube
hooked up to a breathing machine going
down my throat, a drain tube inserted in
my head, a drain tube inserted in my right
chest filled with blood draining from a
collapsed lung, a feeding tube inserted in
the left side of my body, and IVs in both
arms. [’m not pretty to look at, but I'm
alive.”

Dayle is flown by Native Air to John
C. Lincoln Hospital with Dr. Gale lead-
ing the trauma team. She has massive
brain trauma, fractured right leg, ribs and
many internal injuries.

Terry arrives at John C. Lincoln Hos-
pital with injuries including a fractured
right leg and compound fracture of the

right arm.

Julie arrives at John C. Lincoln with
a severe injury to her right calf. She de-
scribed it as a grapefruit size chunk of
skin being removed. She also had a frac-
tured ankle plus multiple cuts and bruis-
ing.

Jason goes to St. Joe's with a right
leg open Tibia/Fibula fracture, a severe
sprain over his left shoulder, and bruises
over his entire body.

Todd goes to John C. Lincoln with
a laceration to his scalp and a chipped
spine. He is released later that day.

Back at the accident scene Tania, an
employee at Walgreen’s, is standing in
the parking lot watching what’s going
on when the man next to her says, “I
didn’t see them.” Tania turns to the man
and asks, ‘What do you mean you didn’t
see them. Were you driving that dump
truck?” The man answers with “Yea”.
Tania says to stay right there, goes and
gets a nearby detective and points to the
man. When the detective starts walk-
ing towards the man he starts walking
away. The detective catches up to the
man and says we need to talk, follow
me. They start walking towards the Wal-
green's. He notices the man was walking
very slow and deliberate with his steps.
He was carrying a water bottle that he
dropped and dropped it again
as they were inside the confer-
ence room of Walgreen’s. The =
detective also notices that the §
man's eyes are red and blood- |
shot. The detective asks him his
name and the man answers with %
Michael Jakscht. He is asked,
“Have you consumed anything
illegal?” Michael answers with
“Only ice cream” then snick-
ers. His pulse is taken at 15:01 §*
[3:01pm] and it is 116 beats K8
per minute. When told it seems |
high Michael responds with
“Whatever”. The pupils of his
eyes were measured and were
approximately 2.0 - 3.0mm in
size (Cursory measurement). |
During the interview the detec-

tive noted Michael didn’t show any sign
of remorse at all about the devastation he
had caused. He only seemed concerned
about himself. Michael said he was wor-
ried that those bikers or their friends
were going to do harm to him.

Detectives are able to obtain a search
warrant to take blood from Michael. The
blood was given to Forensic scientist
John Musselman to analyze the results.
Later the results that were found from
the blood were Amphetamine 71 ng/mL
CNS [Central Nervous System] stimu-
lant with Methamphetamine 460 ng/mL
CNS stimulant. John Musselman states
“That amount would have a negative ef-
fect on driving”.

While at the police station Michael
asks to use the phone and is given one.
He goes into a cell and calls up his girl-
friend Kelli. She tells him to call an at-
torney which he does. When Michael is
talking to the attorney, the attorney tells
him not to cooperate with the police
any longer because he is not under ar-
rest. When the detective is told this the
detective then puts the phone nearby so
the lawyer can hear as he puts Michael
under arrest. Michael is booked on four
counts of Manslaughter, five counts of
Aggravated Assault, & seven counts of
Endangerment.
